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Political discourse on Kosovo and Metohia in the Newsmagazines Nin and
Time from 2000 to 2013

Summary

This dissertation is a contrastive genre study of political discourse in newsmagazines
in two different political, social, cultural and language contexts. The research object of the
study is rhetorical and language analysis in the newsmagazines (Time and Nin) with a
,,common platform* of subject matter on Kosovo, taking into account its importance and the
number of texts devoted to Kosovo in both magazines.

In order to investigate the rhetorical and language structure of newmagazines’
discourse, this cross-cultural study was structured on three levels: textual, intertextual and
contextual.

Based on subject, goals and hypotheses defined in the study, as well as on
multidimensional level of analysis, we proposed relevant and complex theoretical framework
the study draws on.The framework consists of: new contrastive rhetoric and new rhetoric
genre studies, critical discourse analysis, systemic functional linguistics, appraisal theory,
ESP theory and discussions of the role of the mass media in the two different social settings.

The novelty of the study lies in the application of multidimensional approach based
upon extensive and relevant theoretical framework in political discourse research. The
novelty also lies in the representation and application of appraisal theory in Serbia.
Contrastive genre research of the newsmagazines in two different political, social, cultural
and language contexs is also new in Serbia.

The extensive survey on relevant and complementary theories and disciplineshas
produced lengthy and detailed review, which has made possible multilevel analysis. The
research has been conducted on a corpus collection of 50 articles in English and Serbian
languages, during the period of 2000-2013, published in two newsmagazines at different level
of circulatuion.

The main assumption in the genre theory that genre is ,,social action* has been applied
in this study in the sense that the articles of newsmagazines represent social activity in the
institutional context in two different settings. The micro-genre analysis has shown significant
difference in the two sets of articles: the most dominant micro-genre in the English corpus is

argumentative media exposition, while explanatory media exposition is in the Serbian corpus.



Deep rhetorical analysis of the data has shown significant differences in the structure of the
texts. The authors of Serbian articles have shown greater individuality and diversity in the
formation of their commentaries. The identification analysis of participants has shown that
the authors of both sets of articles focused on specific participants (human and non-human),
rather than on generic participants.

The results of appraisal analysis have shown that the Serbian authors used more
evaluative resources and were more emotive towards the topic of Kosovo than their English
counterparts. Drawing on the theoretical framework and propsed questions, we realized that
intertextuality is a fully comprehensive analysis, rather than just citing someone’s words in
new texts. We also find answers to the questions of how and why the author is using the
external sources; what are his sources; how is the author positioned towards sources; does the
author assimilate them in the text or he simply cites them; does he take positive/negative
stance and what rhetorical/linguistic resources does he use (rhetorical questions, metaphores,
foreign words, well-known facts, etc.). The authors of both corpora have used abundantly
intertextual practices and external sources to persuade its readers to follow their arguments
and stances. The authors have been presenters (neutrally positioned) or commentators (when
they actively participate in public discourse). Sometimes they have been only authors and
animators, but often simultaneously principales as well, depending on the micro-genre of the
text.

It has been claimed in this study that textual and intertextual analyses are in close
relation with contextual factors, namely the role of the press and opinion discourse, which
influence the creation of texts in the two social settings. This research reveals the impression
that both newsmagazines represent public forum for discussion, rather than ,,mouthpiece® of
their respective governments. The Serbian magazine, due to different socio-political and
ideological background and being free from strict editorial policy and constraints concerning
the length of articles, tends to employ broader and deeper approach to themes, causes and
concequences. Also, it has been argued that two corpora are the product of their respective
social, political, cultural and language contexts.

The results in this research may further be used and extended in different scientific
disciplines, such as linguistics, sociolinguistics, sociology, communicology, journalism and

politicology.

Throughout NATO's war in Libya, the operation there has
been compared with the one in Kosovo in 1999, in which 72
days of bombing Serbia forced the withdrawal of

government forces from the province, where they'd been
engaged in a campaign of "ethnic cleansing™ against the
ethnic-Albanian majority. But while Libya has dragged on
twice as long and isn't over yet, a week of violent clashes in
northern Kosovo involving the ethnic-Albanian Kosovar
government, its ethnic Serb minority, and some of the
10,000 NATO troops still deployed there may be a sign that
hotheads on both sides sense an opportunity to rewrite the
outcome of the 1999 war.

Violent clashes on Monday and Tuesday left

one Kosovar policeman dead and a border post burned to the
ground while NATO forces came under fire on Wednesday
from suspected Serb nationalists on Wednesday. The
fighting has been sparked by a dispute whose roots lie in the
contested terms on which the war ended: NATO took charge
of the Serbian province of some 1.7 million people, turning
into a European protectorate and de facto state that
eventually declared independence in 2008 although the
opposition of Serbia, Russia, China and some European
countries has prevented it from being recognized as an
independent state by the U.N. or E.U. While 95% of the
population is ethnic-Albanian, a Serb minority totaling some
60,000 remains in an embattled enclave that stretches from
the divided town of Mitrovice north to the Serb border.
Inside that enclave, Kosovo's independence is also not
recognized, and the Serbs living there continue to receive
financial aid and social services from Belgrade.

Argument 1

BKG

The battle for the border posts occurred amid a politically
inspired trade dispute between Kosovo and Serbia.

Argument
2

Kosovar police tried on Monday to take over the crossings,
which have been run since 2008 by an EU mission, in order
to enforce a ban on imports from Serbia.

Point 1

That measure had been enacted last week in retaliation for
Serbia's refusal to accept imports from Kosovo on the
grounds that it can't accept customs paperwork from the
"Republic of Kosovo", an entity it doesn't recognize.

Point 2

While the Kosovar authorities say they're exercising a
sovereign right to control the territory's border crossings, the
local Serb community vows to stop what they see as an
effort to cut their links to Serbia. And U.S. and European
officials condemned the Kosovar side for a provocative
action undertaken without consultation, but called on all
sides to restore calm and negotiate a compromise.

Point 3
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While the Serbs and the rest of NATO's rivals never really
accepted the breakaway of Kosovo from Serbia, the Kosovar
Albanians chafed at the persistence of a Serb enclave
denying Kosovo's independence within what it claimed as
sovereign borders. But NATO's dominance has enabled it,
until now, to enforce its writ on both sides.

Argument 3

Serbia’'s moderate President Boris Tadic, who knows his goal
of joining the EU depends on solving the Kosovo issue,
condemned the violence, making clear that Serbia has no
appetite for war — but he also warned that any
encouragement of Kosovar authorities to take control of the
Serb enclave put peace at risk.

Point 1

Kosovo President Hashem Thaci seemed more inclined to
talk tough, warning that the Serb enclave would never be
allowed to return to Belgrade's control.

Point 2

The original Kosovo war was sparked by a very small
number of ultra-nationalists in the Kosovo Liberation Army
(on the State Department's list of terrorist organization until
that became impolitic since the war would obviously put it in
power). The KLA, led by Thaci, engaged in a systematic
campaign of attacks on local Serb officials, which eventually
succeeded in provoking a spectacularly brutal Serbian
retaliation, which in turn prompted the NATO intervention.

Argument 4

Some Western diplomats in Kosovo see the sudden move to
seize the border posts as nationalist grandstanding for votes
with an election coming up. But there may be elements in
among the Serbs in northern Kosovo quite willing to take the
bait and roll the dice.

Prediction

Conclusion

After all, NATO is overstretched and exhausted by its
commitments in Afghanistan and Libya, and will have little
appetite for any expansion of its role in the Balkans. Some of
those still inclined to refight the wars of the '90s in the hope
of changing the outcome may be sensing an opportunity.

EN 04 Back to the Maelstrom

CHAOS: Violence erupted in Mitrovica and spread to Belgrade
Compared to so many other war-torn regions, the Balkan province of Kosovo was
progressing nicely. Since NATO bombing ended in 1999, a government with limited
powers had been elected. Security was improving. Kosovo Serbs, a minority in the
predominantly ethnic Albanian province, could leave their fortified enclaves to
shop, work, go skiing. "Things are getting back to normal,” a Kosovo Serb
restaurateur told Time last month. “"People are ready to forget the past and move on."

Alas, civil war is not easily forgotten. In a rash of attacks that spread across the
province last week like a bushfire, ethnic Albanian gangs rioted outside Serb
enclaves, hurled stones, set fire to 16 Serbian Orthodox churches, including a 14th
century monastery, and engaged NATO troops in running battles. At least 28 people
were killed and 600 wounded, including dozens of U.N. and NATO peacekeepers.
"These were ethnic attacks, pure and simple,” said a diplomat.

And as the region knows too well, violence begets violence. In Serbia itself, drunken
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football fans and others vowing revenge on "Albanian terrorists” torched two
mosques, including one from the 17th century that had miraculously survived the
Bosnian war. Crowds moved on to smash the front windows at a local McDonald's.
About 1,000 Kosovo Serbs have been evacuated to NATO bases inside Kosovo and
another 2,600 driven from their homes. Camping out in a friend's apartment in the
divided town of Mitrovica, medical student lvan Radic, 30, a Kosovo Serb, said he
has lost touch with his mother and uncle, who had been seeking refuge somewhere in
central Kosovo. "I am so worried,” said Radic. "God knows when I will see my
family again."

What broke Kosovo's hopeful peace? The events that triggered last week's violence
were unremarkable. On Monday, a Serb teen was hit in a drive-by shooting. The next
day, three ethnic Albanian boys in Mitrovica drowned in the swollen Ibar River.
Exactly how they died is not clear, but a surviving child said his friends had been
chased by Serbs with a dog. From there rumors escalated into riots and eventually
gunfire. Some senior politicians urged calm. Others, however, including the Minister
of Public Services, Jakup Krasnigi, said the violence was the understandable result of
five years of "anti-Albanian policy" by the international community.

That's a hint at the underlying causes. Kosovo Albanians have been pressing for full
independence from Serbia since the war ended, and some are losing patience with the
international community for failing to deliver. (The province is legally still part of
Serbia, though it is run by the U.N.) Diplomats in the region said some of the violence
appeared organized, probably by militants intent on forcing the international
community to grant the province independence now. Veton Surroi, publisher of the
independent daily Koha Ditore, said people leading the protests identified themselves
as former leaders of the Kosovo Liberation Army, or student organizations. "What
started as a spontaneous protest turned into a mass upheaval which became an
organized revolt," he said. "The violence is directed toward forcing out the Serbs and
accelerating [the U.N.'s] departure.”

U.N. officials stress the violence is in fact undermining Kosovo's chances for
independence by damaging its reputation abroad. KFOR, as the NATO force is
known, is strengthening its presence. Some 1,000 reinforcements, mostly British, are
arriving to bolster an 18,500-strong contingent.

With many Serbs already on the move, some are wondering whether their days in
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Kosovo are numbered. "This might be the decisive battle for Kosovo and the survival
of Serbs in Kosovo," a senior Belgrade official, Nebojsa Covic, said. The rhetoric has

a familiar ring, but last week's events lent some credence to his apocalyptic view.

NATO's New Balkan Solution: Bring in the Serbs
By Tony Karon Wednesday, Mar. 07, 2001

1. Remember Kosovo?

2. According to Clinton administration spin during the 1999 bombing campaign, NATO was
rallying to the defense of helpless ethnic Albanians and their brave champions in the
Kosovo Liberation Army who were fighting a David-vs.-Goliath struggle against Belgrade's

genocidal army.

3. Well, guess what?

4. Not only has NATO now declared armed Albanian nationalists of the KLA stripe to be the
primary security problem in the region, the Western alliance is also considering asking the
selfsame Yugoslav army to help NATO troops police the border between Kosovo and the
neighboring former Yugoslavian republic of Macedonia.

5. NATO secretary general Lord Robertson, who is to meet with President Bush on Thursday,
announced Tuesday that he hoped a decision would be taken this week on the proposal,
which has alarmed Albanian nationalist politicians in Kosovo.

6. But the sensibilities of Kosovo's Albanian leaders may have diminished in importance in
NATO eyes as the territory has become a launching pad for Albanian nationalist
insurgencies inside Serbia proper and in Macedonia.

7. Those developments have put Western troops, who are charged with controlling Kosovo's
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borders, on a collision course with elements of their erstwhile allies in the KLA who are now
seeking new targets.

8. U.S. troops on Wednesday wounded two ethnic Albanian guerrillas in a firefight near the
Macedonian village of Tanusevci, marking a dangerous new escalation of the risk to NATO
forces in the region.

9. With Yugoslavia now ruled by a democratic nationalist regime more acceptable to the
West, many in NATO would plainly be more comfortable having Yugoslav troops facing off
against the insurgents than with putting Western troops in harm's way.

10. If the proposal to invite Yugoslav troops to help rein in Albanian nationalists appears to
be a 180-degree turnabout for the Western alliance, that may be because NATO's original
Kosovo intervention has failed to resolve the region's fundamental political problem.

11. Nobody in the Balkans took particularly seriously the idea of a democratic multiethnic
Kosovo championed by President Clinton and others, and no sooner had those Albanians
driven out by Serb ethnic cleansing returned to the territory than KLA elements were
launching their own ethnic cleansing campaign against Kosovo's remaining Serbs and other
minorities as NATO for the most part stood passively by.

12. Still, most of NATO remained strongly opposed to the nationalist demand for
independence for Kosovo, on the grounds that this would destabilize the region by provoking
new Albanian-Slav wars in Macedonia and other parts of the region.

13. The most dramatic setback suffered by Kosovo's Albanian nationalists was probably the

overthrow of Slobodan Milosevic in Belgrade.

14. Once Yugoslavia had elected a president with whom the West could do business,
prospects for winning NATO support for formal independence for Kosovo dimmed even
further.

15. That, and President George W. Bush's campaign promise to begin withdrawing U.S.
troops from the Balkans, may have prompted Albanian nationalists across the region to step
up their campaign for a Greater Albania, by launching new insurgencies in Serbia's Presevo
Valley (which falls in a demilitarized buffer zone adjacent to Kosovo) and in northern
Macedonia.

16. But in the absence of Serb abuse and ethnic cleansing, NATO has shown little tolerance
for the new Albanian adventurism.

17. Ironies aside, the demise of Milosevic has strengthened the tendency in NATO to
discourage any redrawing of sovereign borders in the Balkans.

18. And Western enthusiasm for policing the region’'s tribal wars will inevitably wane in
proportion to any increase in direct danger to their troops.

19. For some, that appears to make a compelling case for bringing back the Yugoslav army
to police the borders NATO is now committed to upholding.
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20. Who knows, at this rate they may yet find themselves pining for the former Yugoslavia.
