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INTRODUCTION

That the definition of the term space is complex, is testified by the fact that many
scientific disciplines dealt with the investigation of this issue, since the ancient times to the
modern age (Parmenides, Plato, Aristotle, Euclid, Descartes, Einstein, Mandelbrot ETC.)™.
Space in architecture is a key element, which is a subject of the designing process and which
simultaneously directly affects the lives of users as the ultimate result of that process.
Lawson Bryan wrote: "space crates settings which organize our lives, activities and
relationships™?. However, the individuality of perception of space and a subjective
experience of it in architecture do not permit an exact definition of space nor of its
characteristics. Christian Norberg-Schulz in his book Existence, space and architecture
states that "we do not simply perceive a world which is common to all of us [...] but different
worlds which are a product of our motivations and past experiences"s, which is a position
easily proved in practice which can be adopted as an important starting point in the research
of architectonic space structure.

When discussing about the architectonic space in the scope of an ordinary designing
approach, what is certain is its classification in the interior and exterior, i.e. inner and outer
space. The border between these spatial categories is fairly strict, clear and distinctive, i.e. a
user is aware of being in each of these categories. If, in metaphorical terms, the interior and
exterior as two opposite spatial determiners were compared to the contrasting black and
white colors, an architectonic system would correspond to a black and white world, of
simple, clear and precisely defined spatial relations. Since the tonal values from black to
white consists of multiple shades of gray, the question is, what would happen if these shades
were transferred to the spatial range between the interior and exterior, i.e. what if the

transition from outside to inside and vice versa is completed with the spatial "shades" in

between them. Such an idea leads to understanding of an architectonic space in a slightly
different manner from the common one, where in addition to the spatially clearly defined
categories title interior and exterior, an additional series of spaces that cannot be clearly
classified is introduced into an architectonic system of a structure, creating in this way stages
in the space between the interior and exterior, that render the spatial structure of the
architectonic system more complex, and organized through a hierarchical organization of
spatial levels. The idea can be related to the organization of architectonic structure where in
the framework of defined volumetric boundaries of its gravity field, multiple spatial units
can be identified; they develop inside that volume, creating a graded stratification of a spatial
structure. In that case, each spatial entity is actually one layer, outlined with its envelope,
which is formed inside another layer, or envelope, which can figuratively be compared to a
box inside a bigger box, which is, in turn, inside a bigger box and so forth.*

Considering that a theme is one of the most important elements in architecture, i.e.,
that an architectonic design without a theme is devoid of any beauty, Oswald Mathias
Ungers studies the mentioned idea as one of the themes of his designs. This theme, as one
that has a prominent place among numerous other themes he employs in his work, is
recognized as a concept of a space within a space or, as he himself said "a doll inside a
doll", illustrating in this way the similarity of this principle with that of the famous Russian
nesting dolls. Claiming that it can be observed "both from a phenomenal and from a
conceptual point of view"® Ungers emphasizes that "its fascination lies in the idea that it
contains an element of continuity whose end cannot be conceived"®, and makes his own
interpretation through different architectonic designs from individual houses (Solar House,
Melkerei, 1979), high rise buildings and complexes (Neuestadt, Cologne, 1961-1964), to
public buildings such as museums (Schloss Morsbroich Museum, Leverkusen, 1976-1984;

Deutsches Architekturmuseum, Frankfurt, 1979-1984), libraries (Regional library of Baden,

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Karlsruhe, 1980-1984) and hotels (Hotel Berlin, Berlin, 1977), indicating a wide range of

potential applications offered by the space within a space concept.

Inspired by the mentioned idea of the spatial concept in architecture, where the path
from inside towards outside is much more complex than the usual one, with prominent
diverse spatial levels which are interpenetrating through interaction in order to create a final
architectonic composition, and encouraged by the Unger’s ideas regarding the theme of
space within a space as a potential designing concept, there arose a desire to more profoundly
explore this topic in the terms of architectonic space structure, with a focus on residential
architecture since it is very discipline which is the subject of my interest. A thorough
research revealed that the concept of space within a space in architecture has not been
notably dealt with in theory, even though in practice its application in the recent years has
been increasing. In a broader context, across a huge range of architectonic designs, not only
Unger’s, there is a lot of those which were realized but also those which remained in the
plans only, where one can recognize the elements of this concept. In the housing architecture,
it is possible to find different designs, created completely independently, by various
designers, at different times and locations, which are based on the same fundamental concept
of space within a space, but whose development took different directions or whose concept
was a result of utterly different goals. What most of those designs have in common is the
spatial structure formed through physically perceivable spatial levels set in a continuous
sequence, that creates a complex architectonic spatial system often governed by intertwined

relations whose interactions integrate the spatial segments into a whole.

The mentioned ideas from the introductory text are only a stimulus opening a door
to a wide and diverse world of spatial concepts which base themselves on the same idea,
offering the most different variants of perception and understanding of housing space. In
order to clearly define the subject and goal of this paper, in the following paragraphs will be
provided short definitions of what the research subject is, to what the research strives and

what methods were used in it.



Subject, goal and scientific justification of the research

The goal of the dissertation is the research of structure of the architectonic space
which is conceptually realized through intertwining of different spatial categories, i.e.
entities, incorporated in a hierarchical sequence in a physical-functional organization of an
architectonic structure. It is an architectonic space whose organizational concept is based on
the layered structure, i.e. on the idea of nesting of various spatial levels when defining the
spatial organization of the structure, i.e. on the idea of space within a space. Such spatial
compositions often result in a complex structure and existences of spatial levels which
cannot be classified in the regular categories of interior and exterior, and which are defined
in the dissertation as an "in between space". The spatial levels of "in between space" have a
dual character, so, depending on the viewpoint, or current contextual conditions, can be
differently interpreted. This duality has a specific ambient value, because space defined in
such manner can simultaneously have different meanings and considerably affect the
subjective experience of architecture as an art. Instead of a simple division of space into an
inner and outer space, i.e. into interior and exterior, such approaches of defining the structure
of architectonic space enrich the experience of a space by introducing one or several new

levels.

Therefore, the topic of the dissertation is investigation of the structure of
architectonic space of buildings whose architectonic composition is based on the space
within a space concept, i.e. on the idea of nesting of a space inside a certain space.
Although this conceptual idea is applicable in almost all areas of architecture, the focus of
this research is on the testing and defining characteristics of this concept, as well as in its
implementation in organization of housing buildings, primarily in the individual family

housing.

The research has a goal to closely define a specific and original conceptual designing
approach to housing architecture, whose end result is creation of a complex structure of the
architectonic space based on the ambivalent relationship between the spatial levels. The
research should emphasize the importance of a well-balanced architectonic space structure,

which can be achieved through organization of spatial levels, their interpenetrations,



overlapping and interweaving. In this way, the distinct boundary between the spatial
categories of the outer and inner space is blurred, and interior and exterior are connected,
and this methodological approach can be used not only in the housing but also in other areas
of architecture.

The goal of the paper is to explain the motives, origin and benefits of such a spatial
concept. The goal is also to define the guidelines which will be relevant for the architectonic
practice, and which will encourage and stimulate new and different attitudes in architecture,
support innovations and expand the world of perception and open up new possibilities.
Finally, the goal is enrichment of the designing, creative artistic process and increase of the

quality of housing space, and thus, improvement of the resident's lives.

Scientific justification of the proposed dissertation is based on the irrefutable
necessity to topicalize and improve the architectonic science in the domain of family
housing. The contribution of this thesis would be in concretization of one clear designing
approach to organization of housing buildings, which is practicable. Analyses of the
presented examples will reveal precise characteristics of the investigated designing concept,
its advantages and deficiencies, as well as potential applications with the goal of

improvement of the living quality.
Implemented scientific methods

In order to comprehensively analyze the subject of research and realize the set goals, the
following scientific methods are planned:

* historical method,

« empirical method,

* analysis and synthesis,
* classification,

» modeling method,



* comparative method,
* observation,
* induction and deduction.

The historical analysis is used to analyze the chronological development and motives
for implementation of the space within a space concept, whose intimation can be traced back
for centuries right to the first examples of megalithic complexes, Egyptian pyramids, first
planned cities, ancient temples, traditional atrium houses, medieval fortification etc. and in
the contemporary architecture examples. By using the empirical methods, one can analyze
the current principles of the concept in design of individual family housing buildings. The
qualitative analysis of the chosen representative examples serves to determine the varieties
of manifestations, the designing motives and reasons for application of the concept in
practice. Based on the conducted analysis, one can perform systematizing and classification
of the manifestations of houses with the space within space concept based on the determined
criteria. The modeling method, based on the details acquired from the designs serves as an
auxiliary method for application of a comparative analysis of the actual examples of housing
buildings. The results obtained by the analysis are then synthesized using the induction-

deduction method.
Expected results

The results expected in the research would be:

Determination of the basic principles of the space within a space concept in housing

architecture;

= Definition of the varieties and manifestations of the mentioned concept of spatial

organization;
= Definition of the conditions of creation and criteria of application of this concept;

= Definition of contextual framework;

= Research of potential offered by the concept space within a space and determination

of its benefits, as well as its limitations;

= Definition of the programmatic basis of the space within a space concept which
would be practically applicable in the housing space organization;

= Potential for a wider application;

= Recommendations for further research.

CONCEPT OF SPACE WITHIN A SPACE THROUGH DIFFERENT
HISTORICAL ERAS

The concept of space within a space can be recognized by tracking the historical
development of town planning and architecture through different eras of human civilization.
Although in a large number of cases it was recognized as a result of some other notion and
idea, this concept, i.e. its intimations, are visible in many examples of architectonic and town
planning practice, starting from the earliest built structures, such as the monumental
megalithic stone structures cromlechs from neolith to early bronze age (ex. Stonehenge),
then mastabas and pyramids, ancient temples, Christian churches (ex. The church of St.
Constance in Rome (Santa Constanza), 4" century; The church of St. Lawrence (San
Lorenzo) in Milan, 5" century; The Church of St. Vitalis (San Vitale) in Ravena, 6" century;
The church of Saint Apostles Peter and Paul (Svetih apostola Petra i Pavla) near Novi
Pazar, 9" century; The Church of Holy Trinity, St. Donatus (Crkva Svete Trojice, Sveti
Donat) in Zadar, 9" century; The Church of Saint Mary (Crkva Svete Marije) on Mljet
island, 12" century; The Church of Our Lady of Ljevis (Crkva Bogorodice Ljeviske) in
Prizren, 16" century; The Church of the Holy Transfiguration (Crkva Svetog Preobrazenja)
in Sarajevo, 1940), and medieval monasteries (ex. Orthodox monasteries Studenica in the
vicinity of Kraljevo, 12" century and Manasija near Despotovac from 15" century), atrium
houses, Renaissance villas (ex. Vila Rotonda, Andrea Palladio) and so on. An interesting
example can be found in the famous and unique collective housing building in China, known
as tulou, which historically existed for hundreds of years, and some of them are being used

even nowadays. In the town planning structures, the concept can be discerned in the spatial

organization of settlements of primordial clan communities (ex. Pueblo Bonito), stilt houses
over water from the age of Neolith, to first more or less planned cities from the age of slave
societies (ex. workers’ settlement Ahetaton, nowadays Tel el-Amarna or the settlement
Kahun, built for the needs of construction of llahuna pyramid)... Design of many ideal cities
from the period of humanism and renaissance was also based on the ideas, which in terms
of the spatial composition and organization patterns can be compared to the space within a
space concept (ex. Palmanova in northern Italy, a design by the architect Vincenzo Scamozzi
or the plan of an ideal city proposed by Albrecht Direr, or Tommaso Campanella's Civitas
Solis). Generally speaking, any urban settlement or city bounded by city walls that define its
territory and separate it from the surrounding undeveloped space can be observed as a
building inside a building or a space within a space. Inside the city walls, there are buildings,
organized inside the housing blocks, which is a separate object inside the bigger objects,
which continues the sequence of nested spatial entities. The building can have interior
courtyards, as smaller spaces nested in the structures, etc. and the idea of incorporation can

proceed to smaller spatial units.

Manifestations of the space within a space concept can in all historical eras be related
to the most different motives, the principal ones being religious, sociologic and fortification,
and a tendency to emphasize, accentuate, single out or conceal a part of space. When
reviewing historically the idea of space within a space, it cannot be discussed in terms of
architectonic or town planning concept that could be known in advance, because it was the
result of some other circumstances which governed the architectural thought at a given time,
and a specific designing mechanism which had its precise purpose. Going back through time
can help tracking the roots of that idea, whose development gradually completes the
transition from the unconscious to conscious, to a final affirmation in the form of a

recognizable designing approach, i.e. concrete architectonic concept.

Conscious implementation of the space within a space concept in the housing
architecture designs could be traced from the emergence of the modern architecture and the
open plan concept. The open layout creates conditions, to separate, within an open and single
space, specific groups of functions, creating in this way small spatial units recognizable

within a larger, continuous space. In the paper "Interpretations of space within a space
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concept in contemporary open-plan architecture"’, the authors consider the characteristic
examples from the contemporary architecture in which the concept of space within a space
was implemented in pure form, and which refer to existence of a clearly determined
functional block inside an open plan building. Here, they also single out Farnsworth House
(Ludwig Mies van der Rohe, Plano, USA, 1951), as the first contemporary example in which
the space within a space concept is recognizable, not only in housing architecture, but in

general, in the entire contemporary architecture®.

EXAMPLES OF THE APPLICATION OF THE SPACE WITHIN A SPACE
CONCEPT IN SINGLE-FAMILY HOUSING ARCHITECTURE

This section presents the selected examples of architectural projects in the domain of
single-family housing, designed or constructed during 20" and at the beginning of 21%
century, whose concepts recognize the existence of different spatial structures that affect the
formation of buildings or open spaces, associating to the idea of the space within a space. A
large part of the research is based on the analysis of these examples. It is, of course, necessary
to emphasize that there are many other projects possessing the characteristics that can satisfy
the research criteria, but this study is based on the chosen group of the examples that are
rated as the representative ones and whose characteristics can be more or less translated to
the similar projects. The chosen examples are from different locations and different periods,
so that they could provide better and more comprehensive overview of the material. The
main design concept in all the projects is basically very similar, but its application is caused
by different factors and goals, and the final results are individual. In some of them, the
layered spatial structure, as an essential concept’s feature, is created consciously, as a tool
that would lead to the specific aims, while in others, it appears not as a predefined technique,
but as a result of accidental circumstances or other intentions. In most of the projects appear
in-between spatial categories, which are considered to be the most frequent cause-
consequence manifestation of the space within a space concept. On the other hand, in some

of the designs, like in those by Ungers, the initial concept based on the spatial superpositions

is recognized as a theme that vary and develops itself in the wide range of architectural

creations.

In order to get deeper, better and more picturesque ideas related to the idea of the
researched concept, each of the chosen examples is shown through the short architectural
analysis, as an individual case study. The comparative analysis that further follows, can help
to find out synthesized views, important for the final discussion and conclusions on the
research topic. As the concept of space within a space is manifested through various
architectural interpretations, there is a possibility to make classifications and to create
typological groups, which would in more detail explain the conceptual ideas and

significantly contribute to the investigation of the problem.

The analysed projects are briefly presented through the following paragraphs, while
the most important elements from each of them are shown in the table I in the next chapter

of this short paper as well as comparative drawings in table 1 on pg. 168-171.

1) Villa Le Lac; authors: Le Corbusier, Pierre Jeanneret; location: Lake Geneva,;
year: 1924

The project of the small house (villa) on a lake shore, develops itself in the frameworks
of a perfect nature, on the site where the local landscape of mountains, vineyards and lake
takes over control and dominates the surroundings. The locational context is one of the most
important factors that has indicated a specific conceptual design in the architectural set of
the house and the whole parcel, creating one unique composition based on a complex spatial
structure, that is intertwined with a range of various open/closed spaces. Instead of the house
+ yard, the whole site resembles a single architectonic space composed of inner and outer
"rooms”. Although the most of designers would probably use the natural context of the
location as a highly important ambient element, the central focus of the composition both
for functional and visual orientation, architectural approach in Villa Le Lac, at least initially,
appears to be completely opposite. Based on architect’s attitude that in the conditions like
this, with the perfect nature all around, "one cannot see anymore™ and that in order not to be
"exhausting”, the landscape needs to be restricted, i.e. dimensioned through "the radical



decision™®, the architectural composition in the project was enclosed by solid partly
perforated perimeter walls that, at the first glance, hide horizons and isolate villa from the
mentioned landscape, allowing the contact with it only through few strategic spots. This
approach has resulted in the segregation of two units in the spatial organization of
architectural composition of Villa Le Lac: one spatial unit defined by outer/external walls
(the whole composition) and other that defines the central core (house), placed inside the
first unit, which associates with the space within the space concept. (It is also possible to add
the third unit — natural surrounding, as a wider spatial context in the framework of which the

architectonic composition of Villa realizes itself.)

The external walls that surround the parcel can be characterized as a filter between
the composition of Villa on one and the natural context on the other side. They are some
kind of a metaphor of an armor that protects a personal space from a non-personal one, where
the perforations in the "armor"” or "membrane™ allow selective interactions of these two
spaces, while simultaneously closing and opening the composition to the environment. On
the other hand, the external walls act as an additional outer envelope of Villa, that defines
the borders of its extended indoor space, creating a big room without a roof, inside which
the group of closed (Villa’s building) and open (garden) rooms are placed. Closed rooms
develop themselves within the open plan of the small house of simple orthogonal geometry,
dimensioned to satisfy the basic user needs. Open rooms are formed in the space between
the external villa’s walls and external composition’s walls. The most important open room
is the garden, so called "green room™!?, that can be defined both as an outer or inner space
placed outside, in the open air, that has a function similar to a living/dining room. It is defined
by the wall with a big opening that opens the views towards the lake (the same situation as
in living room); it has furniture — the table and benches where one can rest oneself, sit, eat
or enjoy the beauty of the atmosphere (same as in dining room)... Due to its dual character,
this space expresses the characteristics of an in-between space, the space that can at the same
time be considered as inside and outside, depending on the point of view and current
circumstances (from the point of view of the house, the garden is part of the exterior, but

from the point of view of the architectural composition as a whole, the garden is inside space,

just as the rest of the house is).
2) Glass House; author: Philip Johnson; location: New Canaan; year: 1949

Functional organization in Glass House is based on an open-plan, where the concept
of space within a space is recognized through the grouping of some functional units that are
placed in a clearly defined physically separated structure within a continuous mono-space
of the house. Open plan design unifies the content into one single space, without any sharp
boundaries in the interior. There are no walls, and the only indicator of the use of certain
part of space is furniture, that subtly defines the gravity fields of day and night zones. Only
two elements — the fireplace and the bathroom are really distinguished, hidden inside the
smaller solid bricked cylinder eccentrically placed inside this big "transparent single-space
box".

Given the apparent emphasis of the natural space in which framework Glass House
develops itself, the space within the space concept in the project of Glass House, expressed
in the hierarchy of spaces — small space of certain functional group inside the big one of
higher hierarchical level (residential space), can be further extended to the third bigger space
whose hierarchical level is even higher — the nature. That means that in the final spatial
arrangement of an architectural composition can be found three levels or layers: natural,
general inner residential space and small group of additional/sanitary functions, which all
work together in order to create one unique functional whole in the composition of the house.
As noticed, also in this project natural context have an important influence on the form and
the organization of the set of architectonic space. But, in contrary to Villa Le Lac, the
orientation towards the outdoor environment and the mutual connections between the house
and the surroundings are explicit, expressed through a transparent glass facade, by which the
continuity of nature from the outer space fluently transfers into the inner space. The glass
envelope is present in the project at the same time to mark the boundary between inside and
outside and to allow their constant interaction. The nature dominates the wider area, with
which the house, through its transparency, seamlessly blends. In a more liberal

understanding of space, one could say that the dwelling does not actually take place in the
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house, but in the very nature. Views towards the natural environment (exterior) — the interior
of the house open up at both directions, so the level of privacy in the house is very low.
Although the most intimate functions are hidden, i.e. that this extrovert architecture does not
go to the final limits, the building yet dictates a radical way of living, which means that this
kind of architecture cannot be identified as a universal principle of housing, because it cannot

be accepted by every user.
3) White U; author: Toyo Ito; location: Tokyo; year: 1976

White U realizes itself through the architecture strictly closed to the outside world.
Intending to create its own territoriality and sovereignty within the urban framework of the
city, the house uses a specific spatial arrangement of a simple volumetric structure, which
results in an introvert design and the creation of spatial domains embedded one within
another, which can be recognized as a variant of the space within a space concept. Since the
user’s request was to live in a place that would have a role in strengthening the connection
between family members, the emphasis in the project is given to the symbolic value of space.
Influenced by this tendency, comes the shape of the building, which results in a continuous
cyclical space that forms a void in the middle — atrium. Although the spatial structure of the
architectonic composition corresponds to the atrium building, the inner open space has a way
stronger character than an ordinary atrium, going beyond the basic role of the inner
courtyard. It is not only the result of the form, but an integral component of architecture,
without which the architecture would be unable to accomplish its supreme goal.

When talking about the final spatial composition of the house White U, there can be
noticed three layers of which the building is compounded — one that corresponds to the public
area domain and two that are in the family domain. The public layer is a nearby urban
context, an external body, that has, due to its specific characteristics, shaped the other two
layers. By stacking these layers, in a way that one is inserted inside the other, one creates the
complete functional residential structure that meets the needs of its users. The layers in the
private domain, the building and the yard (open space), have equal degree of privacy and, to
a certain extent, function as a single whole. They can be classified as the inner and outer

space of the house. Their shape and position are conditioned by the introverted design and
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the tendency to isolate the living space from the outside world (urban context) and to focus
on the inner world of the family, so it can be said that, in this case, the hierarchy of the spatial
structure goes from the general to the individual, encountering the sharp border at the
transition from one to the other.

4) Solar House; author: Oswald Mathias Ungers; location: Lanstuhl, Germany;
year: 1979

Solar House is a prototype of an energy efficient house where the energy is saved
based on the idea of inserting one space into another, i.e. wrapping of the spatial layers one
around the other like the layers of clothes that protect the body from coldness. The desire to
achieve an energy-efficient structure resulted with the house inside the house — four different
houses, placed one into another: Stone House, Glass House, Green House and Natural
House. The smallest unit — Stone House, as the most important and the most private space,
represents the main central core of the composition, located in its deepest point. This volume,
made of solid materials, forms the first, real, house in the sequence. The next house is the
house made of glass, that overlaps the central one. Its purpose is to protect the Stone House
from the cold and bad weather and it acts at the same time like its extension: during winter
time can be used as a winter — garden, while in summer it serves as the extended living room.
Green House, or the envelope around the Glass House, is a wooden construction which plays
the biggest role in the summer period. In order to protect from the excessive overheating,
Green House is wrapped with greenery that is active only during summer. Greenery creates
a shadow and in combination with pergola allows good climatic conditions and a pleasant
stay. Since the plants are not active in winter period, the undisturbed intrusion of the sun
rays is enabled. This house is mostly used during good weather and functions as a direct
connection with the outer nature — with the last spatial envelope — the Natural House.

Little houses, or subunits, that create one complete big house, function not only as
membranes, that protect the rest of the houses from weather conditions, but also present
possible ways of how the space can be used. Membranes correspond to seasons, organizing

different lives within a unique space "from a relatively passive one in winter to an active one
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in summer"!. Depending on a season, architectonic composition changes the size of its
gravity field. In the coldest months, the domain of used space is limited to the most inner
central space, while with better weather, its size grows. When weather conditions are most
favorable, the used space is equal to the volume of the whole lot.

5) Naked House; author: Shigeru Ban; location: Saitama, Japan; year: 2000

The structure of the architectonic space in Naked House is based on the space within
a space concept in the way that one spatial level is inserted in another: smaller spatial
volumes that contain certain programs are nested in the big neutral space, that has no
precisely defined use. Simplified, the structure of the house's space can be compared to a
box in which small boxes, mobile or fixed (variable or permanent) are placed. Permanent
boxes correspond to fixed spaces such as the bathroom, kitchen, laundry and wardrobe, while
each of the mobile boxes represents a single user’s room — private space intended for
sleeping and free activities. These mobile rooms can be described as a key element in the
project, because their dynamic possibilities create a very specific architecture, which allows
adaptability to the current needs and wishes of the users and creation of different spatial-
architectural arrangements. The boxes can be linked to each other and thus combined into a
larger spatial structure suitable for common activities or they can serve as dividers that divide
one large space into rooms. In this way, the space becomes flexible, whereby it can be
concluded that, by the use of the concept of space within a space, the degree of flexibility
has been raised to the highest level.

6) House in Alenquer; author: Aires Mateus; location: Alenquer, Portugal; year:
2002

Three groups: inner (new house and pool), in-between (walls that remained from an
old building) and outer (open space of the garden) create one architectonic structure in the
project of House in Alenquer, which is organized through spatial layers that are gradually
inserted one inside another, creating the strong relationship based on constant interactions.

The space within the space concept is expressed through a combination of existing and new

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structures, where new structures are inserted within the volume defined by the remains of
the old building. Although the remains of the old building (external walls in the new project)
do not have particular historical significance or any important architectural value, they have
been preserved and reconstructed in order to serve as a tool in creating a sculptural
expression of architecture, which resulted in an original response to the usual task of house

design.

New architecture is predefined by the external walls from the past, which are the
basis for the development of a new residential space. According to the authors of the project,
these external walls, as "the main value of the existing building"*?, "were not treated as
historical artefact"*3, to which the new architecture would be subordinated, but adopted as
an equal element that would play a role in creating a new perception of the old space. This
perception will develop itself within the framework of the experience that arises when new
architecture approaches the old one, and the interactions that occur as a dynamic trigger of
architectural space. External walls can be considered as the element that has the biggest role
in the final arrangement of the architectonic composition, since they create the layer between
new and old spaces and lie in the intersection of their domains. At the same time, they partly
close and open the space that exists around the building. Their bivalence is expressed through
various possibilities of spatial interpretation, which complicate the architectonic structure of
the composition, making it more complex, and introduce a hierarchical set of spatial layers
gradually stacked in the sequence from closed central core of the composition (new house),
through semi — open/semi — closed in-between space, to the open garden space. The in-
between layer is a link between two spatial categories, which deletes the sharp boundaries
and radiates the strong character upon which the architectural energy rests. On the one hand
it can be treated as an extension of the house, while on the other hand it is a logical extension
of the garden. In this way both the pool and the building have a double character. Depending
on the point of view, they can be understood as elements of the interior space, like pieces of

furniture in a room, or as independent objects in the outer space.

The house in Azeitao also connects the new architecture with the old one, but in this
case, it is about a conversion of an old winery building into a residential space. The
conversion was made by the insertion of new spaces within the existing old space — new
spatial units in the form of nine white boxes are inserted into a large single space of the
former warehouse. Boxes (rooms) are cantilevered in a thick peripheral wall, practically
"hanging" in the space, releasing the ground level for the organization of the daily zone that

develops itself according to the open plan principles.

The study of spatial layers is pretty clear in this project. There are two main elements
that stand out: an outer shell and inner structures — a big box and smaller boxes inside it. The
outer envelope consists of the walls of the old building, which are used as an external
boundary for defining the scope of the new space. The volume formed by the outer shell is
a large single-space with no content, which gets its purpose by the importation of a series of
program cubes inside it. The initial element, or starting point, from which the project moves
on is a void, its most valuable feature. New elements inserted into the space trigger the
transformation and the space changes its character from emptiness to fullness. The cubes
that float in spatial ambiance, their layout in the space, the variation in height, and above all
the materialization, seem quite abstract in the final perception of the architectural
composition, which also leads to the artistic character of architecture expressed through the

concept of space within a space.

8) Sixteen doors House; author: Incorporated architecture; location: Hillsdale,
NY; year: 2005

The space within a space concept in the project Sixteen doors House is, like in the
design of Glass House, interpreted through the separation of functional groups within the
open plan. The functional organization is based on the linear setting of functions. The central
position is occupied by living and dining room with a kitchen, while night facilities are
doubled and positioned at the ends of the linear structure. The integrity of a single space is

interrupted by two functional groups formed in the shape of physically separated blocks of
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sanitary facilities and wardrobe/storage. These blocks, set as two independent cores, divide
the continual space into three parts (subunits), acting at the same time as buffer between

daytime and night-time zones.

As the organization of the house was primarily influenced by the natural context of
the rural environment, similar to the case in Glass house, the spatial arrangement of the
composition can be observed in a wider range. Good vistas towards the local landscape have
caused the maximization of openness to the environment, which was achieved by transparent
materialization of longitudinal facades, that function as a link between the building and the
surrounding nature. The glass portals, not only visually, but also physically blur the
boundary between the interior and exterior space, so the interior easily becomes an integral
part of the exterior, and vice versa, the exterior turns into an extended interior space. A
border between the inner and outer spaces exists, but it is not sharp. The inside and the
outside constantly intertwine, creating spaces of dual character, rather than interior and
exterior spaces, because their definition is lost somewhere on the way from one spatial level
to another. In this regard, the only isolated spaces are functional groups allocated within
well-defined physical structures.

9) Moriyama House; author: Ryue Nishizawa (SANAA); location: Tokyo, Japan;
year: 2005

When talking about the definition of a conceptual approach applied in the spatial and
functional organization, the project Moriyama House is quite questionable. The architectonic
composition is composed of ten free-standing cubes, located randomly on a parcel. Non-
compactness of the structure indicates the concept of decomposition. Each of the cubes
carries certain functions. Some cubes have complete content in order to function as an
independent residential unit, while some carry only one or fewer contents, and, in order to
form a complete functional assembly, must be combined. That means that the cubes play the
role of rooms, and the range of open spaces that surround them, functions as corridors or the
paths for horizontal communication between rooms. In this way, the plot area is understood
as a larger spatial volume within which smaller spatial units are inserted, i.e. the concept of

organization can be identified as the concept of space within the space (an imaginary box
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that accommodates small boxes of different sizes). Open space between volumes has the
character of an in-between space, since its function is dual: it has the role of a garden and

the role of the hallway.

The cubes inserted in Moriyama House have divided one integral space into series
of open and closed spaces. Groups of free-standing objects and open areas between them
constitute two units that constantly intertwine between each other. Their functioning cannot
be separated because it is mutually conditioned. The open surfaces are equally used as
closed, so their degree of equality from the functional point of view is the same. In addition
to the functional connection, it is also evident the physical connection between volumes and
the outer space, realized through a large number of openings that create an atmosphere of

closeness of these two spatial categories.

10) Guerrero House; author: Alberto Campo Baeza; location: Cadiz, Spain; year:
2005

The spatial structure of Guerrero House is largely conditioned by the requirement to
build a "well-balanced house, full of light and shade"'4. That turns the perception of
architectural space into an artistic perception and results in an introvert architectural
approach that leads to the house hidden from everyone and everything, isolated from the
locational context and turned to itself, i.e. a poetic architectural creation, with a very striking
and characteristic minimalistic concept, described by the architect as “the construction of a
luminous shadow"?®. A big white box embedded in the ambient of nature, reflects a complete
independence in relation to the surrounding landscape, while at the same time creates
curiosity about what is happening inside... Completely closed to the outside environment,
the architectural composition of the house realizes itself only from the inside, through the
spaces that gradually shift, creating a layered spatial assembly. Within the framework of a

rectangular basis, surrounded by high walls, successively appear three spaces: open space of

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the front yard, closed central space and open space of the backyard with a pool, where the

transparent borders smoothly cancel the sharp transition between those spaces

The field of gravity of the structure is within the boundaries of high external walls
which define its volume in a very explicit manner. The external walls have a clear role to
divide the space into two opposite sides: A and B (A — natural environment, B — house and
yard). But, the existence of different spatial relations, or interrelations, within the spatial
units in the field B can lead to a conflict in the definition of spatial categories. A clear border
between the house and the garden, interior and exterior, does not exist. Open spaces are
nothing but the extension of the interior areas, especially when the weather is nice and the
life equally takes place inside and outside. The spaces merge and overlap each other. By
observing the architectonic composition as a unity with micro-location, only its central space
can be characterized as a pure interior, due to its physical characteristics. The space outside
of external walls is a pure exterior space. The space between the external walls and the
central volume assumes the characteristics of both the inner and the outer space, so its role
cannot be clearly defined. This space represents an in-between space in the house and as
such is the element that has the greatest significance and the most specific character in a
certain architecture. Without this element, the house would be nothing more than an ordinary
residential building. With this element incorporated into the design, the house becomes a

complex composition, although with a very simple and minimalist architecture.

11) Garden House; author: Takeshi Hosaka; location: Yokohama, Japan; year:
2007

The small plot area and the tendency to unify open and closed parts of the house, i.e.
the clients’ desire to live in a home where they would feel as if they were in an open
ambience?®, resulted in an atrium typology in the project of Garden House, which, due to its
specificity, can be categorized as a form of the space within a space concept. Rooms are
oriented towards a centrally placed atrium, that corresponds to one of the standard atrium

schemes. However, what stands out from these standards is the purpose of the atrium and

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the building — atrium connection. It can be noticed that in Garden House the purpose of the
atrium lies less in creating an inner courtyard and more in creating an open room in a group
of interior spaces. Its role is more approximate to the role of the room without a roof than a
garden, whereby the space within a space concept is recognized as the insertion of an open

space into the initially closed space of the building.

Since the accent in the project is on equality of interior and exterior and their constant
mixture, there are no clearly defined borders between the rooms and the atrium, neither in
functional nor in visual sense. The perception of the inner and outer space, i.e. their constant
equation, tends to transform the composition of the Garden House in a unique set of open
interior and closed exterior spaces, where the courtyard cannot be precisely defined as an
independent external space, but as an element that has a tendency to join with the house. The
constant interweaving of spatial domains that goes in both directions transforms the space

into different variants classified as in-between categories.
12) House N; author: Sou Fujimoto; location: Oita, Japan; year: 2008

The architectural space in House N is based on a progressive shift of three different
volumes placed one inside another, like a box in a box in a box. The biggest box
(volume/envelope) covers the whole parcel and creates a covered garden. The middle box
(volume/envelope) includes a certain part of the space created by the previous box. The
smallest box (volume/envelope), placed in the very center of the composition, defines a part
of the space inside of the second box.

The architect’s idea of a layered space corresponds to the idea of spatial gradation
between the city and the house, or better said home.l” The architectonic composition is
created as a link between the city (streets) on one side and living space on the other side,
where the volumes serve to define three levels of privacy: public, semi-public/semi—private
and private. The residents organize their lives in the framework of these gradation levels.
The spatial layers eliminate the strict boundaries between areas and allow a gradual change

of the functions, that organize themselves in the range from streets, which are public space

in full capacity, to the house nucleus, which is totally private area. Made of three different
boxes, the composition is defined as an interplay of spaces of various volumes and
characteristics. The biggest box indicates the general area of the house, while the remaining
two create a real home area.'® Space gradation enriches the relationship not only between
the private and the public, but also between the inside and the outside, the closed and the

open, the natural and the constructed environment...

13) House in Buzen; author: Suppose Design Office; location: Buzen, Japan; year:
2009

House in Buzen, very simple in its form and organization, is a compound of six
independent cubes (volumes), connected by a winding corridor. Each cube represents one
room (except for the cube that combines two rooms for children). From one room to the
other, one goes through a glazed corridor that runs around the cubes and at the same time
serves as a garden. The space within a space concept in this project can be recognized by the
insertion of this glazed volume between the domains of interior and exterior, which cuts the
composition into parts. Instead of the compact object placed in an outer space, it introduces
another spatial zone, that creates decomposed structure based on constant integration of

inside and outside spatial levels.

14) Sliding House; author: dRMM Architects; location: Suffolk, Great Britain;
year: 2009

Sliding House interprets the concept of space within a space as a dynamic and
variable element capable to transform one house into many different houses. The theme of
the space inside a space is expressed through a double facade (envelope), which works as an
additional layer of "clothes” in the house. Flexibility of this external envelope characterized
by its mobility, allows the possibility that inside one house, through its transformation, one
can find a large number of houses, depending on the residents’ needs, weather conditions,
seasons, part of a day... Not only does the envelope define the exterior, but it also has a great

influence on the interior. Some parts, as for example the bathroom on the second level or the

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patio between volumes of the house, can be either open or closed, depending on the position
of the external envelope. The envelope regulates the amount of daylight that can enter the
house and also functions as a thermal layer during cold periods of time, manifesting in this

way its energy-efficient side.

15) Inside House and Outside House; author: Takeshi Hosaka; location: Tokyo,

Japan; year: 2009

Inside House and Outside House was selected as an example of the concept space
within a space in the wider understanding of its definition. The project can be characterized
as a project that lies in the boundary frames between the researched concept and the concept
based on the decomposition of spatial architectonic structure. Indications that the conceptual
idea of the project does not meet the basic principles expressed by the space within a space
concept are justified, because they are not explicitly visible at the first glance, but in a freer
interpretation, the elements of the researched concept can be however found and are
primarily reflected in the mutual overlapping of the spatial categories of the interior and
exterior, their relationship and the creation of in-between spaces. The spatial structure of the
house is dominated by two levels: open and closed, which are in constant interaction, where
the space within a space concept is recognized through the segregation of these spaces, that
unifies different characteristics inside the same object. That leads to the synthesis of two
spatial categories and close relationship between the object and the environment. In the
domain of interior, one can define the exterior zones. On the other hand, open spaces in the
object, take over the characteristics of the closed ones, so their definition deviates from the

common definition of open air spaces.

16) Inside Out House; author: Takeshi Hosaka; location: Tokyo, Japan; year:
2010

The Inside Out House project focuses on the organization of housing that equally
meets the needs of all users, including pets, and on the close user — nature relationship. In

this sense, the spatial composition of the house develops in the direction of creating a home
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within which one feels like being outside!®. This idea is realized by a layered spatial
assembly defined by two spatial volumes, i.e. by insertion of two smaller cubes inside the
larger one. The envelope of the first, larger cube, is defined by perforated walls and roof.
Since it is not completely closed, the communication with outer world is allowed. The most
of the openings are not glazed, so rain, snow, wind, sun or other natural phenomena from
the outside can freely enter the house. This space is equally part of both inner and outer
world. It combines the interior and the exterior, creating a semi-internal/semi-external space,
primarily designed for cats, as their part of the house, where they can lay down and enjoy
the sunrays or can run through the long corridors.?® Two smaller volumes that are placed
inside the bigger volume are mainly intended as a part of the humans’ house and contain all
the elements necessary for a normal human’s life. They are not completely separated from
the big volume. Mobile partitions allow the living room to become a part of the bigger semi-
open volume in certain moments, so the humans can enjoy the life of their pets that takes
place in a natural environment without the need to leave the house. To be inside of a building
does not mean anymore to be in the closed space, which indicates that the limits of space
perception are moved away from the conventional ones. The living space is more connected

to the nature and oriented towards some different values.
17) Belly House; author: Tomohiro Hata; location: Kyoto, Japan; year: 2010

The legal constraints in the project of Belly House that relate to the design of the
outer shell of the building??, in turn encouraged the architect to pursue a greater freedom in
creating its interior space. In this regard, an outer envelope was created to satisfy the
regulations with a new volume within it that would satisfy the users’ needs and demands.
So, the design received dual character. The concept was based on the idea of two houses one
inside another — the first customized to the conditions of the location, and the second one

customized to users. These two houses, which can be named inner and outer house, create

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two volumes with certain functions inside of each. Outer house is mostly considered as an
external envelope that divides the space into exterior and interior. When the border of that
envelope is crossed, one can find himself in the domain of the inner space. However, the
existence of another closed structure in the interior introduces the gradation of the inner
space into two zones — the central and the peripheral (wrapped around the central nucleus),
which means that the space of the interior can be shaded into "inner outer space” (outer
house) and "inner inner space™ (inner house). The central position of the second volume can
be related to the importance of the functions, because the most important ones are placed in

the very central part.
18) Ant House; author: mA-style architects; location: Shizuoka, Japan; year: 2012

Ant House is characterized by an atypical introvert design, which results in a double-
meaning space of exterior and interior. The structure, observed from the outside and inside
reveals contradictory impressions, creating an idea of the house with two faces, similar to
the previous example. Based on the concept of space within a space, the architectonic
composition of the house develops itself through two spatial-physical structures placed one
inside another, in the similar manner as in the previous project. The first structure is an outer
shell of the house, the outer volume that defines the composition’s boundaries in all three
dimensions. Coated in dark panels, with such a low number of openings, this shell gives an
impression of quite serious and solid architecture, where one can hardly glimpse what is
happening inside. But, once the house is entered, what can be seen stands in total
contradiction to the external mask. There occurs a real transformation: dark and cold shades
of the exterior turn into warm and bright colors of the interior; the feeling of being cut off
from the external environment is lost through numerous holes that are noticeable only in the
internal volume. The conceptual design is based on a circular communication around the
central structure (inner house), that runs through two levels, containing certain part of the

functions. There is no strict division of space into rooms, nor are there sharp visual barriers.
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The interior resembles an open plan, with semi-partitions and perforated walls that define

the spatial units.??

19) Light walls House; author: mA-style architects; location: Toyokawa, Japan;
year: 2013

The not so favorable micro-location conditions as well as a small plot size guided the
Light walls House project to an introvert design. The whole composition of the house closes
inside one big cube, inside which the program is divided into two groups. Common functions
such as kitchen, work space, wardrobe etc. line up in a continual sequence around the inner
perimeter of the cube. More intimate functions like bedrooms, bathroom and others like
storages, hide themselves within five independent small cubes, freely placed inside the space

defined by the big cube.

A large external volume, in the context of bad local conditions, tends to create its
own world within it. Its interior can be characterized as a new exterior inside the urban space.
The scheme of the inner functional organization even reminds of the organization of the city,
or the part of the city, here interpreted trough the organization of the house. Inner cubes can
metaphorically be translated into buildings in an urban space of a square, while the free
spaces between the cubes, that are in the case of Light walls House used as spaces for
gathering within the living or dining room, correspond to public spaces of a square.?® In this
way, the spatial structure of the architectural composition is formed through the interweaving
of public and private, where, in this case, the term public has a dual meaning: the space
encompassed by the external envelope in relation to the urban context is private, but in

relation to the smaller volumes nested in it is public.
20) House in a House; author: Plural; location: Bernolakovo, Slovakia; year: 2016

The spatial set of the architectonic composition in the project House in a House reveals

a variety of spatial levels that wrap around a central point — dining room, which is also the

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main focus of the interior of the building. Around this focal spot, the rest of the functional
program circularly develops itself creating fully equipped interior of the house. Right next
(or better said around of) the interior space, in the sequence of spatial layers, appears the
transitional level between the inner and outer space, with an ambiguous character. Although
it combines program that is by its nature intended for the outer space, transition level is
represented through the structure that is, by partly transparent bulkheads, semi-enclosed.
This space can be treated as an open extension of the interior, or a closed extension of the
exterior. During winter it functions as a winter garden, and during summer it can be, via
sliding panels, connected to the back garden and then create one integral unity with it. The
last layer in the spatial hierarchy of the architectural composition is the open space of the
yard, divided into front and back garden. The front garden has a freer character and primary
functions as an access to the facility, while the back garden has a higher degree of intimacy

and therefore a more useful function.

COMPARATIVE ANALYSIS OF THE EXAMPLES

The selected examples presented though short case studies in chapter 4.0. represent
an important part of the study, because their individual, as well as comparative analyses
presented in this section are relevant for making final decisions in terms of defining the basic
characteristics and principles of the studied concept, classification, i.e. identification of
typological categories and examination of potentials and limitations of use.

The key elements identified in the designs, such as connecting of the housing space
with the environment, space gradation (often according to the degree of privacy), influence
of the so called open plan concept, introvert architecture, energy aspect of structures,
flexibility of space and its transformability and kinetic character, conversion or
reconstruction and regeneration of old structures, decomposition of architectonic
composition, social relations of the users and artistic moments in architecture, provide the
guidelines for specifying the basic characteristics of the space within a space concept.
Diversity of these elements indicates the broadness of the concept, and their repetition
identification of its permanent characteristics. (The same elements circulate through several

designs, and in some designs, there are often multiple elements (charts in the fig. 146 and
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147 on pg. 154-155).) Individual motives for implementation of the concept in specific
situations of the projects, produce different results, the following being the most prominent

ones:

= Multi-layered character of the spatial system of an architectonic composition,

with separation of spatial levels and defining of their hierarchical order;

= Understanding of a building as a part of an architectonic composition and not
as an independent entity;

= Transformability and dynamism of an architectonic composition;
= Establishment of a close rapport of the natural context with the structure;
= Introvert approach to designing.

As the tendency to connect the housing space with the nature is evident in most of
the examples, it can be stated that the space within a space concept is a potential tool for
connecting of interior architecture and exterior space. Among the analyzed examples, this
trait is most prominent in the designs of Villa Le Lac, Glass House, Garden House, Inside
House and Outside House and Inside Out House (fig. 148 and 149 on pg. 156). By comparing
the mentioned examples, it can be concluded that the employment of the space within a space
concept creates two spatially contrasting units which are in permanent interpenetration, and
whose interaction results in transitional spatial categories which transform the space into an
open or enclosed space, depending on the perception viewpoints, which is perhaps the best
illustrated in the design of Villa Le Lac, where a space can be simultaneously considered as
a garden or a green room, or in the perforated envelope of the Inside Out House, which
creates a house intended for pets and a garden intended for the tenants, i.e. a space which is
a shelter and a courtyard, i.e. interior and exterior (it is a shelter for the animals, and a

courtyard for the people).

In the design of Villa Le Lac, using a multi-layered composition system, two houses
are formed — a closed one and an open one which are intertwined in the perpetual mutual

interactions. Together, they form the housing space domain, which is in the physical sense
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defined by the perforated external walls, whose function can be related to a membrane which
selectively lets the housing and public (or natural) domains permeate it in both directions. In
the Glass House design, apart from the accentuated smaller space within a larger
architectonic open layout space, an also recognizable feature is the separation of a smaller
space which is assigned the function of housing within the wider natural space. Connecting
of the housing space with the natural environment is maximized, through a direct, visual,
fully transparent contact of the interior and exterior. In this sense, it can be perceived that
two structures are intertwining inside one structure — a natural (imaginary) house and a
residential house, whose interactions are more intimate and far more prominent than in case
of Villa Le Lac. In Garden House the importance of the natural element of the open space
and its central positioning entail circular sequencing of housing functions and their
orientation towards the central core (garden). This creates wrapping of the open and enclosed
spaces, which is identified as a manifestation of the space within a space concept. In the
design of Inside House and Outside House the ultimate house is also formed by means of an
open and enclosed house, as is the case with the design of Inside Out House. Even though
in case of Inside House and Outside House the interior and exterior spaces are clearly
defined, despite the constant pervasion and close connections, there exists the ambivalence
of the space the main concept relies on. Unification of the open and enclosed functions into
one compact entity results in an in-between space category, which is particularly dominant
in the building of Inside Out House, created by the virtual nesting of one house inside the

other (houses for pets and houses for the people).

The presence of ambivalent spaces is the result of a layered spatial set, i.e. the direct
consequence of the concept space inside the space. Due to the scattering of spatial categories
in the continuous sequence between the two outermost spatial determinations (between the
inner and outer), may occur the transited spatial categories, which definition can be quite
variable and, therefore, imprecise. Named after the term in between spaces, they represent
an important element of the living ambient, characteristic for the concept. Those spaces, with
the variations in the degrees of their strength and domination, are noticeable in all twenty
case studies (fig. 151 and 152 on pg. 158), as shown in the gradient scale in fig. 150 on pg.

157 using dark (maximum strength) and bright (minimum strength) tones.
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Previous comparison makes it possible to state another fact which is crucial for the
concept: the dominant role of the designers, i.e. how different attitudes of authors cope with
the similar conditions of a location context in a different manner, with an aim of achieving
certain goals. For instance, Le Corbusier opens up a structure towards the natural
environment only to the extent which corresponds with the human perceptive abilities,
because he obviously deemed that in this way he can maximally use the natural environment
potential. The degree of influence of the location context is carefully measured in order to
achieve well-balanced housing comfort. The selected part of the natural environment is
"filtered" and nested into the structure. Guided by the opinion that any excess can be
detrimental, only that which is necessary and sufficient for a man is taken from the nature,
in order to create an architecture which is suited to the human senses. Conversely, Philip
Johnson utilizes the natural potential in a fully transparent manner, by fully subordinating
the housing space to the natural environment through maximization of open vistas, i.e.
through a direct visual contact of the interior and exterior. Whereas in the designs Villa Le
Lac and Glass House the initial conditions are almost identical —a location context of perfect
nature, the architects’ attitudes are different — should one take a part of nature or all that
nature offers. This indicates an important role of the subjective factor in the phase of
conceptualization of the design, and it is exactly this individuality which would not permit
a generalization of the concept through strict and precise scientific definitions. By this, it
prevents establishment of any fixed rules, which affirms the personal preferences of an
observer as a key element on which the space within a space concept is largely based

upon.

In the certain examples from the analysis, and those are White U, Guerrero House,
Garden House and Light walls House, one can observe a strictly introvert approach to
designing (fig. 153 on pg. 160). The architectonic compositions are closed to the surrounding
location context and realized inside clearly defined external boundaries. Introversion, as a
characteristic common for the concept in the individual designing approaches, can be
assumed as a trait of some of the manifestations of the space within a space concept, whereby
the degree of introversion, i.e. closeness of architecture varies and depends on other factors

or purpose of the building.
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The following important issue noticeable in all of the analyzed examples which can
be singled out as a frequent result of implementation of the space within a space concept is
understanding of a building as a part of an architectonic composition, and not as an
independent entity. Architectonic composition, which in the space within a space concept
encompass the entire land lot, with all the open and enclosed parts, to a great extent functions
as one integral structure. Most often, within this composition structure there are two separate
main elements, one being the central space (core) and its exterior boundaries, as extreme
marks of the gravitating space. These characteristics are observed in detail in the
comparative analyses of the designs of Villa Le Lac, Guerrero House, House N and Solar
House, which were performed in a publication the journal Spatium?* (fig. 154 on pg. 161).
Between the central core and exterior boundaries, the space is organized through spatial
layers which are active in the domains in-between the outside and the inside. These layers
to a certain extent assume characteristics from one another, so since they cannot be clearly,
i.e. strictly classified as interior and exterior, they are interpreted as in-between categories.
Their gravity fields overlap. In the analyzed examples, the number of layers varies from case
to case. The layers create different spatial volumes which when individually observed,
mostly do not exhibit significant architectonic characteristics, but their role becomes
meaningful only in the final marriage with other volumes, i.e. in the final architectonic
composition®. As for the architectonic composition, it should be stressed that the spatial
system of an architectonic composition is conditioned both by interior and exterior factors,
which confirms the assertion of Christian Norberg-Schulz, who, talking about a dwelling,
talks about organization and topology of settlements, which can be as well applied to a
smaller scale, i.e. to organization of individual housing buildings: "Being together comprises
that a favourable organization of space facilitates living. A figurative character of one place
is not defined by boundaries and individual elements constituting its framework, but also by

the way in which the elements are grouped. The grouping is obviously conditioned by the

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exterior and the interior, i.e. configuration of the given dwelling and the social structure of

the community."?6

Further, transformability of architectonic composition, i.e. its variability is yet
another important characteristic stemming from the comparative analysis of the designs.
This variability can be followed in two directions: variability of the scope of the gravity field
of the composition and variability in terms of change of spatial organization, i.e. adaptation
of the spatial composition to the current needs of its users (flexibility). In the first case, it is
about the change of the useful surface area (fig. 156 on pg. 163), which is most evident in
the design of Solar House, where it depends on the weather conditions. Due the change of
the weather conditions, a house transforms, changing, gradually, its surface area. In the
winter season, the focal point of the composition is within the least spatial volume. As the
weather improves, the focus expands through all the volumes, which makes the architectonic
composition grow, along with the transformation of its domains. This type of variability
needs not be related only to the weather conditions, which is obvious from the example of
House N, where the building is also transformed on the basis of the degree of privacy,
changing its structure from the most private to public, which expresses yet another
characteristic of the space within a space concept, and it is gradation of spatial ranges (fig.
155 on pg. 162).

The second case of variability is related to the flexibility of space (fig. 157 on pg.
164) which reaches its definitive maximum in the design of Naked House, while in the design
of Sliding House it is expressed in a fairly specific and unique manner. Naked House exhibits
a high degree of flexibility in organization of the housing space. It is a house which is entirely
adapted to users’ needs — a house which services the current and future requirements of the
dwellers, adapting to their demands; a house which embodies many mobile houses in itself
(each dweller has his personal housing unit within the common housing space, which one
can use for whatever and place it wherever one wants). On the other hand, Sliding House
expresses its flexibility through potential for transformation of space, depending on the

external conditions, using an envelope as an additional element, which can render the house

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enclosed, semi enclosed/semi-open or open to the environment, i.e. one house may have

various variants (fig. 158b on pg. 165).

The study based on functional program and general spatial setting of composition’s
parts, shows the possibility to form few groups according to segrageted similarities in
organizational schemes. This comparative study is presented in the fig. 159 on pg. 166.
Dashed lines indicate the belonging to certain group, whereby, due to the overlapig of
potential typological schems, there can be noticed overlapping of some groups, indicating
eventual difficulties which may occure during chategorisation of manifestations.

Eventually, although it has been clearly and frequently mentioned in the text so far,
in the individual analyses of the examples, the synthesized conclusion about the universal
characteristic of the space within a space concept is its multi-layered character of the
spatial system of an architectonic composition, which constitutes the ultimate spatial
range of the structure, through a combination and mutual relationship of individual spatial
layers (levels). The layers observed in the examples are presented in tables (table I) at the
end of this short English version of the disertation, where for the sake of easy reference, all
the characteristics of the analyzed designs which are of importance for the researched
concept are listed. There is also an overview of all the analysed designs shown through

photos, models and drawings in a comparative manner in table 1 on pg. 168-171.

MANIFESTATIONS AND VARIETIES OF THE SPACE WITHIN A SPACE
CONCEPT IN HOUSING ARCHITECTURE

Categorization of manifestations

Categorization of manifestations of the space within a space concept can be
performed based on two criteria: on the spatial organization of an architectonic composition

and on the motive for implementation of the concept and contextual framework.
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Categorization of manifestations based on spatial organization of an architectonic

composition

Based on the criterion of the spatial organization of an architectonic composition,
seven typological categories of the space within a space concept can be identified (fig. 160
on pg. 176):

A: type with a separate functional unit (or a several units) as independent

elements within a single interior space;

B: type of "Russian matryoshka dolls" (a sequence of houses successively nested

one within another);

C: type of small box (house) within a larger box (house);

D: type of several small boxes (houses) within a larger box (house);
E: type with a double envelope;

F: type of an atrium layout;

G: type of decomposition structure.

The type of a separate functional unit, as an independent element within a single
interior space (A) comprises grouping of the functional block, or several functional blocks,
in the form of a physically separate freestanding structure within the interior space, whose
functional design is based on the concept of an open, or free, plan. The functional block
primarily groups the auxiliary rooms, bathroom and/or kitchen, while the other spaces are
freely arranged within the building volume. Bathroom, as the most private part of the
interior, is almost always a part of the group, except in the extreme cases®’, while the other
spaces, can but need not be a part of it. Also possible is a plan in which some other, related
functions are grouped, such as a kitchen or a dining room or a bedroom with an adjoining

bathroom. In theory, there are numerous combinations, but what is important is that the

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grouped structures do not dominate the freely organized functions, because in that case the
plan tends to become the type C (the plan of a small box/house within a large box/house) or
D (a plan of several smaller boxes/houses in a large box/house). In the layout of this type, a
functional group very often serves as a line separating the night from the day zone, but
without the strict partitions, as in the conventional partition of space into rooms, using walls.
Glass House and Sixteen doors House among the analyzed examples can be classified into
this category. In-between space is not a characteristic of this type, because those are two
spatial categories of the same, i.e. similar characteristics (both are interior). An in-between
category can be identified only in the most liberal understanding of the concept, for example
from a visual standpoint, such as of the Glass House, where the exterior envelope of the
building is completely transparent, so the boundaries between the interior and exterior can
be visually ignored, thus the interior can be considered an integral part of the exterior, which

inhibits a precise spatial categorization?®,

A type of a sequence of houses successively nested one within another (minimum
three of them), figuratively called "Russian matryoshka dolls " (B), is the deepest expression
of the space within a space concept. By nesting a smaller structure into a larger one, or
inversely, by embedding a larger structure around a smaller one, one space is created inside,
i.e. around the other. In the organizational plan of this type, there is obligatorily a gradation
sequence from the center of the composition to its periphery, and the other way round, which
results in in-between layer(s) at the inside — outside transition zones. Among the analyzed
examples, House N and Solar House, can be classified in this category, as the purest

illustrations of the concept, as well as the House in a House.

Type C of a small box (house) inside a larger box (house) is based on nesting one
enclosed physical structure into another open air structure which is defined by perimeter
boundaries, or by nesting an enclosed structure into the other enclosed structure (one house

within the other house). The first case with an open air space around an enclosed space is

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different from the conventional design of a structure with a surrounding fenced courtyard
(which is also a space within a space, in theoretical terms, but with no deeper meaning). In
our interpretation, the open air space is a physically accentuated space, which is an integral
part of the architectonic space of the composition. Its function is not limited only to the
function of a garden, but it is used as a logical extension of an enclosed space and it primarily
features a character of an in-between space. The illustrative examples are presented through
the analysis of the designs of Villa Le Lac and Guerrero House. The other case, where an
enclosed structure is nested within an enclosed space, groups a number of functions inside
an independent physical structure of a larger, enclosed space. The difference in comparison
to the type A is that this smaller structure includes more functions and that it is physically
exhibited as a separate, more or less independent, house inside a larger house. It can extend
across several floors. The most interesting variant is with the central position of the interior
house, as a core of a larger, so called, exterior house, around which, the functions which are
not included in the interior house are laid in a circular manner, as in the case of the analyzed

designs of Belly House and Ant House.

Type D of several smaller boxes (houses) inside a larger box (house) includes several
individual freestanding structures nested in a space of a larger physically defined entity. This
way of organization of space is similar to the previous plan, the difference being in the
number of nested structures. Also, it can result in an in-between category, if the external
envelope creates or simulates open air space. The organization plans of this type are provided
through the analyzed examples of Naked House, House in Azeitao, Inside Out and Light

walls House.

Type of a double envelope (E) comprises an architectonic structure which is
additionally embedded in some other structure —and additional envelope. The space between
the fagade of the structure and the additional external envelope either does not exist or is not
used. In a broader sense, this would mean that each building designed with a double fagade,
mostly for energy efficiency reasons, belongs to the space within a space concept, which is
theoretically correct. However, the space within a space concept is not observed only as
nesting or enwrapping of physical structures one around another without realizing spatial

relations between them. Therefore, if the additional envelope does not create a new space,

the design does not belong to the concept which is our subject matter. This plan was
established based on the study of the Sliding House's design, where the additional external
envelope transforms a single space into several different spaces, which nests a number of
different houses into a single house.

The type based on the atrium plan of function organization, i.e. of space organization
(F), can be assumed to be the space within a space concept in its broader sense. The atrium
space organization type is based on the traditional organization of the structure around an
inner courtyard. The atrium way of space organization comprises nesting of the external
space in the interior space, i.e. enwrapping of the interior around the exterior, which
represents existence of a smaller spatial unit inside a larger one, i.e. existence of and space
inside another space. In such a plan, often all the rooms are oriented towards the atrium, and
the atrium space needs not be understood exclusively as the space of an inner courtyard, but
as an extension of the interior space, which makes it appear as an open room in a sequence
of the enclosed rooms of the composition. In the design of Garden House even the interior
space around the atrium is equated with the exterior space of the atrium, so this extension
develops in the opposite direction. Atrium space, in this sense, often has a dual character,
because it assumes the characteristics of both the interior and exterior. In the space within a
space concept, the atrium organization plan is not always a central topic in the spatial
organization of functions, but can emerge as a result of some other aspirations, such as it is

the result of the building form in the design of White U.

The type of decomposition structure (G), is called this way because of the prominent
fragmenting of a compact structure into fragments is a boundary variant of the space within
a space concept which is closely bordering with the concept of architectonic decomposition.
Out of the analyzed examples, the best illustration of this type of plan is Moriyama House,
where with a liberal understanding of the space within a space concept, and imaginary box
may be assumed, which unites the space in which the small boxes are nested (the reason of
such perception is more extensively discussed in a case study of the project), so the space
within a space concept is shaped as variant of the plan of several smaller boxes within a

larger box.
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The typological categories are not always clearly pronounced. In some cases they are
consistently, while in some other there is a slight deviation from the basic pattern.
Combinations of the typology plans are also possible, whereby one typology plan is
dominant. There can also often appear dilemmas in classification in some of the determined
categories, because it is possible to interpret a variety of plans, depending on the viewing
point when defining criteria (fig. 159 on pg. 166). For instance, in the design of the House
in Alenquer, the spatial organization is based on the plan of nesting the object (small box
/one house) into a predefined space of the remains of external walls of the older house (big
box/other house). However, if the swimming pool is considered a structure, then the plan
would correspond to the type of several smaller boxes inside a larger box. If, yet, the space
outside the boundaries of the exterior walls is taken into consideration, which is a part of the
architectonic composition as pure outer space, as was discussed in the analysis of Glass
House, then the plan could be equated with the plane of three successively nested houses,
one within another: open, semi-open and enclosed. In similar terms, House in Buzen could
simultaneously be classified as the decomposition structure type (G), because of its
fragmentary spatial organization, and type D, several smaller boxes (houses) within a larger
box (house), because the fragmentary structural units are clearly defined and unified within

a transparent physical structure.

Categorization of manifestations based on the criteria of contextual frameworks and

motives for the concept implementation

Based on the criteria of the contextual frameworks and motives for the concept
implementation, the following categories of the manifestations of the space within a space

concept can be identified:

= the space within a space concept as a result of grouping of individual

functions within an open plan layout;

= the space within a space concept for the purpose of designing of energy
efficient structures or for improvement of energy efficiency of existing

structures;
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= the space within a space concept as a potential way of conversion,

regeneration or reconstruction of old buildings;
= the space within a space concept as a tool for creation of flexible spaces;

= the space within a space concept as an artistic expression (artistic

comprehension of architecture);

= the space within a space concept as a way to enrich the relation of the interior

and the exterior;

= the space within a space concept regard the idea of a growing house;

the space within a space concept as an expression of a lifestyle.

The space within a space concept as a result of grouping of individual functions

within an open plan layout

By breaking free from the load bearing structure, at the turn of the twentieth century,
the perception of an architectonic spaces changed considerably. Buildings changed both their
interior and exterior appearance. The walls ceased to be bearing elements, so the interior
space was cleaned from clutter and freed for more liberal organization. The functions were
not necessitated by the arrangement of the rooms, so certain functions started to coalesce
into larger spatial entities, until the emergence of the open plane layout?®, when the rooms
definitively changed their original roles. In the functional organization of the open plan
housing buildings, Alfirevi¢ P. and Simonovi¢ Alfirevi¢ S. classify the basic approaches to
room integration into flexible space, fluid space and all-in-one space®’, whereby of special
concern for the space within a space concept are the all-in-one spaces, where the functions
are grouped inside the same space, that unifies them into an integral whole. In this case,

defining of functional groups is realized by usage of furniture, without prominent physical

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partitions, except for the individual functions standing out as independent blocks in the
mono-space (most frequently sanitary blocks). In the article Interpretations of space within
space concept in contemporary open-plan architecture, Alfirevic D. and Simonovi¢
Alfirevi¢ S. observe an independent functional block in an open plan building as a
contemporary viewpoint in the interpretation of space within a space relations, where they
emphasize Mies van der Rohe’s Farnsworth house’s key role in modern interpretations of
this concept, concluding that the implementation of the concept is increasingly present not
only in housing but also in public architecture as well, since the middle of the twentieth
century, and that very often it was not conditioned only by contextual circumstances but
occurred as the "result of the author's affinity for space purification".3* The space within a
space concept, as a result of grouping of individual functions within and open plan layout,
corresponds to the type A in the previous typology classification.

The space within a space concept for the purpose of designing of energy efficient

structures or for improvement of energy efficiency of existing structures

The striving for energy efficient architecture is one of the factors which can cause
implementation of the space within a space concept, which presents itself as a potential
variant of designers’ contribution to saving of energy in buildings. The operation principle
is clear by itself, envelopes are successively wrapped around a housing building, with a goal
of reducing the heat loss from the structure and preventing penetration of cool air from the
outside (fig. 161 on pg. 183).

The level of energy savings depends on the number, structure and other physical
properties of the envelope, and naturally, from the climatic conditions of the location. There
are variations in implementation, depending on whether the concept would operate as a heat
storage and protection from the cold in the cold climate, which is most often the case, or as
a shield from the excessive insolation in the hot climate. In the temperate climate, the concept
must be capable of performing both functions, as was done by Ungers in the Solar house

design, by incorporating three cores as three thermal envelopes: interior stone house, glass

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house and green house with the additional garden — a natural house, which change their

function depending on the weather conditions.

Depending on the climate characteristics, the concept space within a space, conforms
with two different temperature diagrams presented in fig. 55 in the section 4.4.4. on pg. 71.
In the winter season, the warmest envelope is the central one, and the spaces follow one
another from the warmest to the coolest, going from the interior core outwards, while in the
summer season, the situation is inversed, and the temperature flow from the center to the
periphery of the composition is from cool to warm. The first diagram corresponds to the cool
climate, and the second to the hot climate, while in temperate climate, the concept is adapted

by transformation of one diagram into the other.

In the Scandinavian areas of northern Europe, one often encounters the space within a
space concept in the housing architecture in form of an additional glass "house™ (green
house) around a building (fig. 162 on pg. 185). The glass envelope facilitates a maximum
insolation of the buildings, that is, it does not prevent heat gains, simultaneously creating a
double thermal envelope, preventing heat losses. The space between the structure and the
glazed envelope is used as an extended dwelling space or as a winter garden where fruit and
vegetables are grown, so this points to the elements of sustainability and environmental and
passive architecture which are related to the subjects matter. As needed, sections of the glass
facade can be opened, so when the weather is warm, an unimpeded circulation of air through

the structure is facilitated.

In the extreme climate conditions, the space within a space concept can be observed
as a tool which makes living easier and provides normal conditions in spite of the severe
nature, and its benefits are manifold. In addition to the living comfort, it reduces the
maintenance cost of the building and renders it easier (for example, the building facade is
protected with glass, so there is no damage due to rainfall or winds) and enlarges the useful
surface area (the building does not require a roof, so the roof space in all zones can be used

as a terrace or something else.).
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The space within a space concept as a potential way of conversion, regeneration or

reconstruction of old buildings

The space within a space concept can be used for conversion, or regeneration of old
buildings, be it a reconstruction or change of use. There are two basic principles: one is to
employ the old building as an envelope inside which new functions are nested, and the other
is to insert an old building inside a new structure (a new envelope is formed around the old
building). A large number of different variants is obtained by combining and modifying
these approaches.

The first approach is illustrated through the designs of House in Azeitao and House
in Alenquer. Both structures are constructed in a similar way, however, even though the
initial approach is essentially similar, the end results are incomparably different, which
illustrates the extent offered by the concept. In House in Azeitao the concept results in a pure
conversion of the existing structure — the storage facility of an ex winery was converted into
a housing space by liberal nesting of spatial — functional units into a larger mono-space of
the older building, which corresponds with the plan D from the previous classification —
several smaller boxes in a large box. House in Alenquer is also realized by nesting a new
space inside the volume defined by the old structure, i.e. by the remains of the old, however
instead of reconstruction of what once was and its adaptation to the new use, the stress is on
creation of spatial and temporal relations though establishing of new spatial categories which
represent links between the interior and exterior space, open and enclosed, full and empty,
past and present, which deepens the sense of the architecture, being expressed not only

through its fundamental functional use, but through an artistic, i.e. poetic category.

A small housing building in Schoneiche nearby Berlin, realized through the design
named Haus im Haus®2, by a German architect Alexander Palowski, is yet another example
of a successful conversion through creation of a new space in the framework of a predefined
old space, and a proof that the existing buildings need not be observed as a limitation, but

can be understood as a challenge which leads to the original interpretation of conventional

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designing solutions. The new residential building retains the form and dimensions of the old
stone building, and it is realized in the framework defined by its remains. The massive
external stone walls are left in place, and the new building is nested inside the space of the
old one, creating in this way a single entity containing two structures — two houses which
function in an incessant mutual interaction. (fig. 163 on pg. 187). A similar approach was
used when an old building within the musical campus Snape Maltings in Britain was
renovated, where the new building literally "grew out” from the ruins of the old one, fusing
the old structure with the new and retaining a spiritual and symbolic importance for the

visitors and artists® (fig. 164 on pg. 187).

Large span structures such as abandoned industrial buildings, halls, warehouses and
similar are also convenient for conversions using the space within a space concept. They
allow for a great freedom and offer a variety of alternatives, from a conversion of the space
into a residential house, to a conversion into a "housing block”, with a number of housing
structures clustered under the same roof — a mini neighbourhood (fig. 165 on pg. 188). By
using the concept, these structures may serve as a potential shelter from the natural disasters
which are becoming more common in the world.

Another approach takes an opposite direction. It treats the existing building as a core,
around which an envelope, or several envelopes are formed. Even though it is not the domain
of housing architecture, a good illustration of this principle of the concept would be the
Unger’s design of the Museum of architecture in Frankfurt (Deutsches Architekturmuseum),
elaborated though a theme typical for him, "house within a house". By placing "thick
ramparts" around te villa, a new house is created inside which is nested the old villa — the
second house. The villa in this way becomes simultaneously the space in which exhibitions
take place and an element at display within the museum as an exhibit piece. In this case the
sequence is continued by nesting a third house — an additional exhibition core inside the
villa, which makes the very spoatial organization of the museum an element which helps to

consciously experience the potential and limitations of the space in the museum of

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architecture through various aspects of perception by moving from one spatial category into
another.3* (fig. 166-167 on pg. 189-190)

The space within a space concept as a tool in creation of flexible space

In order for the housing to keep up with the living dynamics, it must be dynamic
itself, and its dynamics is to a great extent realized through flexibility. When dealing with
the flexible organization of the housing space, it is concluded that the space within a space
concept is absolutely applicable. A variant of the concept in terms of flexibility is most often
manifested as a large open space without a precisely defined function, inside of which are
nested smaller spatial structures which have an ability to transform their spatial scope and to
adapt to the current needs and abilities of the users, regarding change of position, size or
type of functional units. One of the highest levels of achieved flexibility in organization of
family housing buildings is exhibited by the Shigeru Ban’s design of Naked House, where
the interior spaces are completely subordinated to the users, via a group of movable volumes
inserted in a larger, spatially defined volume of the structure. There are different options in
achieving flexibility using the space within a space concept, as demonstrated by the design
of Sliding House, which expresses its flexibility in a completely different way, through
dynamic change of spatial ambient, through a transformation of the building in various
variants which correspond to the current weather conditions and desires and needs of the

dwellers.
The space within a space concept as an artistic expression

Architecture, as a discipline close to art, could be defined as artistic comprehension
of space, i.e. defining of space through various volumetric forms which accompany human
living in different aspects, not only physical ones, but spiritual ones as well. At times,
function is dominant in architecture, while in some other cases it is governed by shape
creation, so architecture assumes a sculptural expression, and it borders closely with art.

Irrespective whether the accent is on the function or the form, these two categories must not

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be mutually exclusive, so that the architectonic structure would be complete and would have

a certain value.

The space within a space concept principle is based on strong and expressive mutual
relations of various spaces, on the existence of a complex composition, not on independent
isolated units and on the constant interactions of parts and the whole, which can transcend
the basic role of architecture and enters the art domain. The space within a space concept
can often result in dramatic architectonic moments, which awake the senses and transform a
structure into a work of art. This is most often achieved with an interplay of light and dark
areas, reflections and shading, combination and intertwining of empty and full volumes and
with a combination of open and enclosed spaces, so it can be argued that the space within a
space concept in certain cases serves as a tool for artistic expression (fig. 168 on pg. 192).
Multi layered organization, so characteristic for this concept, enables viewing the space
through various filters. Movement through spatial layers, i.e. transition from one spatial level
into another, amplifies perception of space. Identification of spatial relations increases, and
in turn it stimulates conscious perception of architectonic space and its potentials. Users of
space in this way more intensively interact with the building. The building does not remain
at the level of a hiding place from the weather and a static shelter for fundamental needs of
the dwellers but also a place that constantly changes, prompting investigation and

responding to the current needs of the dwellers.

The space within a space concept as a way to enrich the relation of the interior and the

exterior

The comparative analysis of the presented examples concluded that the space within
a space concept as a potential approach in connecting of the interior and the exterior is fairly
successful, because it offers numerous options regarding the strength and the range of
degrees of the connection of these spaces. Equal treatment of inner and outer spaces creates
a bivalent structure whose power lies in interpenetration of two opposites — open and
enclosed, and in most number of cases it is the key of a successful connection. Since with
this concept, the interior — exterior connection is most often realized by a multi-layered

composition of architectonic space, in between the interior category and exterior category a
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number of successive spaces emerge which alleviate the sharp transition from inside towards
outside. Rigid boundaries are broken, and a harmonic relation is established in this way. Due
to the multi-layered quality of space, there emerge in-between space categories which make
the architectonic composition more complex and interesting, i.e. make the housing space
different from the conventional one (fig. 169 on pg. 193). This has already been discussed

in the previous chapters.
The space within a space concept regard the idea of a growing house

The idea of a growing house reflects a typology of a housing unit which has
predetermined characteristics of changeability with a goal of flexible adaptation to the
current financial potential of a family or its further extension. Starting from a basic structure
with the most essential functional content required to meet existential life necessities, the
housing unit, through the expansion phases, by adding functions is from an existential
minimum gradually transformed into a normal housing unit of an optimum or increased
housing comfort. In this section of the dissertation research of the potential extensions in the
structure of architectonic space of individual housing units containing a minimum of
functions is performed based on the idea regarding the prototype of the Wagner’s growing
house (Martin Wagner, "Das wachsende Haus", fig. 170 on pg. 195). The employed
principle is the concentric growth of the useful housing surface area, by adding new
functions. Additional functions are added as functional layers which complement the
elementary functions, creating changes in the structure of the architectonic composition,
which then assumes multi-layered characteristics. By adding a new space around the existing
elementary space, a space within a space is formed, where the volume of an elementary unit
becomes a central core of the extended housing unit. By this concentric growth the housing
unit changes its initial form, which needs not be finite, becomes susceptible to further

changes by progressive continuation of extensions (fig. 171-174 on pg. 196-199).
The space within a space concept as a reflection of a lifestyle

Generally speaking, dwelling space is to a great extent a reflection of a lifestyle.
Housing is a delicate category, which in addition to quantitative has also qualitative

characteristics, which according to Christian Norberg-Schulz are developed through
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"psychological relations of men and a specific place"®, i.e. their "identification with space"®,
which "adopts a world which helps in discovering itself"’. "Dwelling is more than having a
roof over one’s head, and several square meters at one’s disposal [...] Precondition for
dwelling means to establish a significant relation between one human being and specific
ambient".3® In that sense, the space within a space concept can be identified as a reflection
of a lifestyle, as physical — functional — spatial category through which the man expresses

himself, or which simply functions in his rhythm.

When the space within a space concept is observed from the aspect of a lifestyle, one
of the first associations are of Japan, because a lot of examples of constructed housing
buildings in whose architectural spatial composition are identified elements of the space
within a space concept originate from there, so it is convenient to discuss this topic through
the prism of Japanese architecture. The observation that the concept is fairly present in
contemporary Japanese architecture can be related to the lifestyle of the Japanese, their
culture, beliefs, religion, social values and modern age tendencies. Modern lifestyle in Japan
is a result of international influences, especially the western ones, but at the same time fairly
strong bonds with the past can be glimpsed, which is not completely severed. The traditional
values are to a certain extent interpreted through contemporary aspirations of the developed
world in the different spheres of social life, which can also be recognized in the relation

towards dwelling space and towards understanding of its function.

The traditional Japanese architecture is to a great extent based on the unity of men
and the nature as well as the flexibility. A garden is an important element of a traditional
family house, which is in visual and direct physical sense closely related to the interior space.
This strong connection of the interior and the exterior survived in the Japanese housing
architecture to this day, and there is extensive research and experimentation in this domain
in the contemporary architecture. New and different architectonic solutions are sought with
a purpose of strengthening relations between the spatial categories of exterior and interior,

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which, among other things, resulted in the space within a space concept. By successive
nesting of architectonic spatial entities one into another, and by mixing open and enclosed
spaces, a mixture of a wide range of spatial categories is obtained, and the transition from
one spatial category into another is softened and presented through a gradation and presence

of different levels of in-between spaces.
Variant schemes of manifestation forms

A scheme of a separated functional unit as an independent element within a single
interior space (type A) offers numerous variants, which in the spatial structural sense, do not
differ considerably. A position of a separate functional unit or units, can define the spatial
arrangement of functions and divide a mono-spatial entity into functional zones, without
partitions in the interior. Through variant plans, two cases are elaborated here: the case of
functions in linear order (A1) and the case of circular sequencing of functions around the
central core, with integrated secondary functions such as sanitary blocks, storerooms,
closets, staircases and some additional ones such as the kitchen (A2, A3). These variant plans
are presented in fig. 175-178 on pg. 203-205, as theme variations, showing the ground and

first floor level designs.

Plan variants of a sequence of the houses successively nested one into another
("Russian matryoshka dolls™) are considered through gradual addition of spatial envelopes
(fig. 179-180 on pg. 206-207). By the successive addition of space, the structure expands
and plan of space within a space becomes more complex and profound. Variant B1 is
conceived on the division of space on the central daytime zone and peripheral night-
time/working zone. The problem occurring in this plan is the natural daylight in the central
zone, which can be accomplished either with a skylight or by elevating this zone higher than
the nigh-time/working zone and by setting the windows high in the lateral walls. In the B2
variant, the central place also belongs to daytime activities, and the peripheral circle of the
night-time/working zones with a garage is distanced from the daytime zone by a
communication ring. The circular communication is a buffer zone inserted between the
separated functions, and it can be put to additional use (for instance as an interior garden

space). Adequate natural lighting of central daytime functions is provided through a glazed
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communication (roof skylight). In extreme cases of hot climate, communications may have
no roof or can have some mobile roof option. The B3 is contrary to the B1 and B2 variants,
and in it, the daytime and night-time activities inversely swap their places. In fig. 181 on pg.
207 is provided the plan of the functional layout, i.e. zoning of functions for all three
variants. Variants are also possible for the two-levels high of the central zone, as displayed
in fig. 174 on pg. 199 in the section 6.1.2.7. It should be mentioned that the variant schemes
are provided through simplified geometry in concentric sequence of various spaces so that
the demonstration of the basic principles are simplified. Variations are, of course, possible

in other forms of compositions.

The B4 plan in fig. 182-184 on pg. 208-210 provides a variant of a comfortable
housing, with a combination of the "Russian matryoshka dolls” (a sequence of the
successively nested houses, one in another) and the plan of an atrium spatial organization.
The functional facilities are concentrically aligned around the central atrium, and the space
is zoned as open, enclosed and semi-open, with mutual overlapping. The daytime zone, as a
common zone of the users and the most important part of the building is located in the center
of architectonic composition, while in the outer ring there is a circular sequence of bedrooms,
a room for a person maintaining the household, technical rooms and garages. Since this
scheme relates to a higher standard in housing, which is less general. it cannot be taken for

an universal pattern.

Plan C — plan of a small box (house) in a larger box (house) is considered through
the variant presented in fig. 185 on pg. 211. Inside a larger space of the living room is nested
a smaller space which unifies the auxiliary functions (bathroom, storeroom), kitchen and
bedroom. The functions encompassed by the smaller space are an independent but
incomplete entity — a smaller structure which is an integral part of the larger structure and

which becomes complete only in a union with the larger structure.

Plan D — plan of several small boxes (houses) in a larger box (house) is considered
through a variant of differentiation of daytime and night-time functions through separate
spaces with a large open space (as two independent houses unified in one structure), which

is presented in the plan D1 in fig. 188 on pg. 212 and through the variant D2 with different
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subvariants presented in fig. 186-187 on pg. 211-212. In the D2 variant, the building is
decomposed to parts, creating in this way a large number of independent structures within
the same building (similar to House in Buzen) — each room, or a group of several rooms,

becomes a smaller structure in the building.

The plans of the double envelope, atrium organization of space and structural
decomposition types, as boundary and specific manifestations of the space within a space

concept were not additionally considered in the research.

CONDITIONS OF EMERGENCE, CONTEXTUAL FRAMEWORK AND
CRITERIA OF APPLICATION OF THE SPACE WITHIN A SPACE CONCEPT IN
HOUSING ARCHITECTURE

In the examples of architectonic designs analyzed in the research are established
diverse factors which presented conditions to the implementation of the space within a space
concept, such as: separation from or unification with the nature; privacy of the most intimate
dwelling functions; isolating from the chaotic urban city life; strengthening of family ties
among the dwellers; energy saving, i.e. increase of energy efficiency of the building;
flexibility of space; remains of old architecture (fusion of old and new architecture);
conversion of the old structure; need to rent a part of the building; traditional lifestyle;
sculptural expression of architecture; relation of the interior and exterior; integration of the
inner and outer space; adaptability of the structure to the climate and diverse desires of the
users; cohabitation of humans and animals (pets); legal regulations; lighting; shading;
abundance of spatial combinations and so forth. Summing up the statements so far, it can be
concluded that the merge of the location context and the way of life, desires and needs of the
dwellers, as well as personal understanding and affinities of designers are the biggest
influential factors on the implementation of the space within a space concept and on its
variant type. Conditions of its emergence, contextual frameworks and implementation
criteria are closely connected and mutually conditioned, so they belong to the same

classification which includes the following:

= |ocation context;



time and economical context;

= program context;

dwellers way of life and their needs;

intentions and affinities of the designers,
Location context

Location context is observed through two aspects: through natural and created conditions
which exist on the location and through location regulations such as location specification
prescribed by the competent institutions in the design and construction process in order to
obtain all the legal permits which can affect the architectural formation in terms of preset
dimensions, forms of volumes, spatial relations, appearance of the exterior envelope, i.e.

facade, functions etc.

Conditions at a location are primary for conceptualization of a conceptual design and
their analysis is an integral part of each initial phase of architectonic designing. They have a
doubtless impact on the architectonic formation, both in terms of the form and of the
function. However, no precise pattern which determines the criteria under which in certain
location conditions it would be correct to use a certain designing approach can be
established, because interpretation of the location context, just as interpretation of any space
is a subjective matter and largely depends on personal perception. The same location
conditions can be simultaneously understood both as a limitation or advantage and
challenge®, depending on the personal characteristics of those who observes them, which
becomes evident in the concept space within a space. The statement can be illustrated
through the analyzed examples: while Le Corbusier limits the nature, Philip Johnson strives
to accentuate it; Toyo Ito creates and explicit isolation from the urban crowd and seeks an
oasis in the desert of chaos, while in the similar situation, Fujimoto looks for a way to, while

distancing himself from the urban everyday life, find a connection with it; the architect De

Rijke leaves the choice to the users to which extent they will allow the surrounding ambient
to penetrate the interior of their home, and Tomohiro Hata does not allow the legal
regulations to shape architecture, but inserts a house according to his own liking, that is the

users’ liking, inside a legal house... and so on, the possibilities are infinite.

Close relations of interpretation of a location context with personal attitudes of the
designers, i.e. individuality of interpretation of the location context, observed through the
prism of the space within a space concept is perhaps best illustrated by the comparison of
the projects Villa Le Lac and Glass House, because in them the location conditions are
similar to a great measure, in terms of the existence of the dominant natural environment. In
these designs, as it has already been said, the same concept is conditioned by the similar
conditions, but the final result is different. In the case of Ville Le Lac, the space within a
space concept is conditioned by the tendency to limit all the natural conditions at the
location. The architects’ opinion is that domination of the perfect nature can have an adverse
effect on men, and that a lot of natural beauty can become cumbersome and fatiguing,
because it transcends their scale, and that the nature should be limited and adapted to his
ken. In such circumstances "one cannot see anymore"4°, so architecture should be
"dimensioned through a radical decision"#!, which resulted in the space within a space
concept. By introducing an envelope around the space of villa, it is partially isolated from
the existing location context and placed into a new spatial framework, inside the existing
one, which is more adapted to the dwellers. Philip Johnson in the Glass House has a vision
opposite to the Le Corbusier’s. He exposes the interior to the natural surroundings to such
an extent that he neglects the privacy of the housing space. Visual boundaries between the
house space and the natural ambient are cancelled because of the used transparent facade
envelope. Yet, the extremism in this privacy reduction is eliminated by separating the most
intimate function (bathroom) from the transparent domain, which also ends up with the space
within a space concept. A similar situation occurs in the design of Sixteen doors House,

where the combination of an open plan of the layout and large transparent facade areas,

dictates grouping of intimate functions by separation of smaller non-transparent spaces

inside the larger transparent space.

In the overcrowded metropolises the urban context is mostly characterized by a multitude
of various information and elements, such as chaotic streets, signs, advertisements... There
is a high concentration of people, there is a lot of noise, traffic... If these are undesirable
phenomena in a housing space, then architecture is a tool which can create one’s own small
universe in the inexorable big world. The introvert designing approach isolates the structure
from a dense urban fabric and orients it towards personal space, accessible only to the
dwellers. In this way is developed a new exterior space inside a space defined by the external
boundaries, where the external definition can be expressed by an atrium organization of the
spatial composition (White U, Garden House). On the other hand, the chaotic urban context
needs not be strictly ignored to preserve the identity of the personal space, but rather the
zones of the private (peaceful) and public (chaotic) can be separated by a gradual transition
from one category into another, as in the design of House N, by insertion of spatial levels in

between extreme points.

The introvert design by which a structure is separated from the exterior space and
oriented towards its own interior space, can realize the space within a space concept in two
ways. One is via an atrium structure of architectonic composition, and the other is manifested
through spatial composition organization according to the C plan (smaller boxes inside a
larger box) and D plan (several smaller boxes in a larger box). In that case the external
envelope is a volumetric definition of architectonic composition which represents a strict
border between the spatial domain of the composition and the surrounding context. The
introvert design is most often conditioned by the location (Light walls House, Garden
House) or weather conditions, but it can also be conditioned by the cultural and traditional
views (the example is the housing architecture of Islamic countries, where a structure is often

enclosed to prevent the outsiders’ view inside it), or by some other ideas.
Time and economical context

Time as an important factor in the unbreakable circular relation program — time —

place, is a key element in designing process. Particularly important is understanding of the



time context in the entire social development, which is always followed by the architectural
development. Time context is conditioned by numerous factors, such as social, political,
economical, cultural circumstances of a specific moment on a specific territory, so it is

impossible to separate it from the economic context.

The research of the space within a space concept revealed its expansion from the
beginning of the third millennium until now, which can be related to the rapid technological
advancement, development of new building techniques and expanded construction options
which provide great freedom in architectonic formation. Economic power, industrial-
technological development, availability and diversity of materials, construction techniques,
investment financing and similar factors will affect the way of construction, investigation
and experimenting in architecture, and in this concrete case in the field of housing
architecture where at the global level there is an enormous diversity of typologies and
concepts. Also, the age of developed transport connections, available to a wide population,
makes high mobility possible, which leads to interaction of the cultures of the east and the

west, the north and the south, which reflects on the world of architecture.
Program context

Program, its functional content and use, directly influence the conceptual design and
definite appearance of a structure, which is logical, clear and evident. What is particularly
important is what a program context strives to achieve and satisfy. In the case when the
conditions that lead to the implementation of the space within a space concept are discussed,
the need for a more flexible housing space, spatial relations of the interior and exterior, social

connections and energy efficient program stand out as significant defining factors.
Dwellers’ way of life and their needs

Lifestyle and habits of the dwellers, as well as religion, culture and tradition, their age
category and family structure are important factors influencing the concept application and

its further variation.

Except in mentioned Japanese, culture and tradition exert a considerable influence on

the Islamic countries, where introvert architecture is often encountered, with an atrium

liv



layout as a variation of the space within a space concept. Introversion as one of the frequent
characteristics of certain manifestations of the concept, in specific cases connects the concept
with the lifestyle conditioned by climate (hot climate, which favors an architecture with
plentiful shading) or religious principles.

Intentions and affinities of designers

All the mentioned contextual frameworks and conditions are finally unified, coordinated
and integrated into a whole by the designer. An architect, as a human being which is prone
to subjective suggestions, thorough the conception of an architectonic space, expresses his
attitude, gives his vision, so his affinities, regardless of the degree of objectivity required by
the profession become prominent in the final formation of the space. Integration of one’s
own perception is inescapably incorporated in conceptualization of the architectonic space
of the structure.

Architectonic space, through the categories program, place and time must be in the
function of users, and a designer uses the skills to round that whole, taking into account all
the accompanying factors as well (fig. 189 on pg. 219). An individual attitude needs not be
entirely subjected to the users wishes, but should be adapted to them so that the satisfaction
is mutual, both of the creator of the space and the user of the space. Since the perception of
the space is a subjective category, the same conditions can be understood both as a limitation
and an encouragement, which leads to the infinite number of the concept varieties, based on
the personal affinities and intentions.

FUNDAMENTAL PRINCIPLES OF THE SPACE WITHIN A SPACE CONCEPT IN
HOUSING ARCHITECTURE

On the basis of the individual analysis (case studies) of selected projects, comparison
of their characteristics, identification of similarities and differences, conditions of concept
implementation and ways it manifests, the following fundamental principles can be defined,
which are featured in the space within a space concept, or occur as a result of its employment

in the housing architecture of single family housing:

= multi-layered organization of the spatial composition of an architectonic structure;
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= hierarchical sequence of spatial levels lined in gradation within the spatial system of

the architectonic composition;
= complex spatial relations;
= integration of the architectonic composition in a single entity;

= definition of strong connections between the interior and exterior space (between in

and out/open and closed);

= interpenetration of spatial domains (mixing of spatial categories of the interior and

exterior) and emergence of an in-between space;
= flexible organization of space.

Multi-layered organization of the spatial composition of an architectonic structure is
expressed through formation of various spatial volumes which are nested one within another,
which makes the architectonic system of the composition more complex and therefore
different from the conventional one. An important characteristic of the building based on the
space within a space concept is that the building is not observed as an isolated case, but as a
part of a wider composition structure which includes all open and enclosed spaces featuring
in its functioning. This implies necessity to have ordered spatial relations, so that the
composition could function as an integral structure, which is manifested through the

hierarchical order of the integral parts of the whole.

BENEFITS POTENTIAL OFFERED BY THE SPACE WITIN A SPACE CONCEPT
AND OF ITS LIMITATIONS

Benefits of the space within a space concept

Benefits of the investigated concept have been emphasized several times in the
previous sections, so it would be superfluous to repeat them again. The benefits of the space
within a space concept are reflected in his applicability in architecture when it is necessary

to fulfill specific requirements, and the main ones are:
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* energy aspect requirement,
= flexibility requirement,
= strong spatial relations in connection of the interior and the exterior requirement.

Also the space within a space concept is one of the solutions in the housing spaces of
small or modest dimensions. Unifying the space into one single entity reduces the impression

of a cramped space.
Limitations of the space within a space concept

Radical solutions may appear mightily, and they can be often adopted by the
architects without a critical attitude or previous deliberation. Let us remember how the
founders of the modern architecture, and especially the authorities such as Frank Lloyd
Wright, Mies van der Rohe and Le Corbusier influenced the thinking of many generations
of architects and what trace they left. Works of these icons of architecture were not flawless,
perfect, but they were something new, yet unseen and interesting, which enthralled many
young authors. The space within a space concept, through its certain organization variants
offers original concepts, but one must exercise caution in their implementation. In addition
to the benefits, one must analyze all the potential discomforts which can emerge as side
effects. The limiting factors of the space within a space concept may largely depend on the

personal view of the user, so they can be defined as variable.

The space within a space concept can sometimes comprise extreme conditions of
space usage, such as the lack of privacy or permanent exposure to external weather
conditions. The illustration of this statement is the Moriyama House structure, where the
internal communications in the structure are in the open space, and due to the lack of barriers
between the structure and the neighbouring streets, they are fully open not only towards the
users of the building, but also towards the neighbours. So, the resident of the house travelling
from one to another point (going from one room to another) must move across an open air
route, exposed to the sun, rain, snow, wind... and to the views of the passers-by. In this
concrete case the concept is such that the structure is inseparable from immediate

environment, and it changes continuously with the passage of time. Considering the
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traditional connection of men and nature in Japan, it is not hard to accept such circumstances,

but in the western culture, attitudes are different.

Due to its specific nature, the space within a space concept can be accepted or
rejected by the users. This means that, as an atypical architectonic design, it is largely
dependent on the social structure of the dwellers, i.e. on their personal motives, preferences,
and similar individual characteristics. In plain terms, some may like it and some may not.
Lifestyle, cultural motives and personal views favour the subjective assessment criteria, so,
accordingly, the practicability of the space within a space concept cannot be precisely

defined. It can be a reflection of culture and tradition of the people.
POTENTIAL OF A WIDER USAGE OF THE CONCEPT

A more extensive usage of the concept is reflected in its implementation of not only
single-family housing architecture, but also in multi-family housing, public structures, such
as museums, hotels, office buildings etc. The concept usability outside the boundaries of
single family housing architecture is viewed thorough the examples such: Tulou Collective
Housing (Urbanus, 2008, Guangdong, China), design of social housing inspired by the
traditional way of life in a community and with a spatial organization of Tulou, mentioned
earlier in the text (fig. 190 on pg. 225); design of a student dormitory Tietgenkollegiet
(Lundgaard & Tranberg Architects, 2006, Copenhagen, Denmark), which, with its concept,
and primarily with its circular form with a central courtyard can also establish relations with
the traditional Chinese tulou (fig. 191-192 on pg. 225-226); Make me a home (Tribe Studio
Architects, Northshore, Stockton-on-Tees, United Kingdom), conceptual design in the
proposition of a new master plan for the location at the Tees riverbank, which shows a new
typology of individual housing based on nesting of one space within another, notable not
only in the organization of individual structures, but at a town planning level as well (fig.
193-195 on pg. 228-230); the design of conversion of an old shipyard into a housing space
entitled Leben am See, Bodan-Werft, (WSA — weinbrenner.single.arabzadeh., 2017,
Kressbronn, Bodensee, Germany) where under the idea "house in a house™, or more precisely
"housing building in a hall*, new housing structures are realized inside the boundaries of

industrial heritage structures (fig. 196-198 on pg. 231-232). Also, as an interesting design
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for the study of the space within a space concept in the domain of the multi-family housing
architecture was mentioned through the proposition provided by Ungers in 1963, at the
competition for the housing neighborhood "Neue Stadt" in Cologne, where he proposed
several different typologies of single family and multi-family housing, where a special
attention is attracted by the so-called "houses in towers™ which with their architectonic
composition reflect the well-known Ungers’ ideas about the similarities of spatial
organizations of a city and a house. Even though this design is within the boundary area of
the concept, and does not depict it in its most obvious form, yet according to the
classification of the manifestations from the dissertation, it can be classified within the space
within a space concept. Its fractal dimension, i.e. phenomenon which shows that by zooming
in on a space one finds components showing similarities between the elements of the
composition and the whole structure; this proves the independence of the concept in relation
to the spatial scale, i.e. that it can be used on various hierarchical levels of spatial
organization, from the small, medium and large architectonic compositions to the town
planning structures. (fig. 199 and 200 on pg. 233-235).

The space within a space concept in the non-residential architecture is viewed
through the designs of the public structures such as Deutsches Architekturmuseum (O.M.U.,
1984, Frankfurt), designed but not constructed Hotel Berlin on Litzowplatz (O.M.U., 1977,
Berlin, fig. 201 on pg. 236) and cultural-artistic complex Fondazione Prada (OMA, 2015,
Milano, fig. 202-204 on pg. 237-239). Some other examples can also be pointed out, such
as Great Court at the British Museum (Foster+Partners, 2000), design of glazing of the
interior courtyard of the British museum in London which achieved a strong spatial relation
of the large squre-shaped building of the museum and rotunda — Reading Room in the center
of the large atrium (fig. 205a on pg. 241); then 21% Century Museum of Contemporary Art
(SANAA, 2004) in the Japanese city of Kanazawa, with a number of spaces of diverse
geometry (circular, rectangular or square shaped galleries) inside the peripheral circular plan
of the museum (fig. 207 on pg. 242); annex of Glass Pavilion at the Toledo Museum of Art
(SANAA, 2006) in the USA, having a similar concept, but with a pronounced transparency
which unites all the spaces partitioned inside a large common space into one visual
continuum, by which the space simultaneously is divided and unified by the blurred

boundaries, which are formed and cancelled at the same time (fig. 208 on pg. 243);
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L'Hemisferic (Santiago Calatrava, 1998) planetarium and IMAX theater from the complex
Ciutat de les Arts and les Ciencies in Valencia, whose form, along with its reflection in water
reminds of a human eye (fig. 205b, 206 on pg. 241-242) etc. It is also important to mention
the utopist ideas of Buckminster Fuller based on the glass domes — geo-spheres, whose
principles are depicted through the USA pavilion at the EXPO exhibition in Montreal in
1967. The space within a space concept needs not be observable at a first sight. It can be
indirectly accentuated as is the case with the famous museum at the Museum island in Berlin:
Altes Museum (Karl Friedrich Schinkel, 1830) where the dome, as an association of the
roman Pantheon practically nests one structure within another (fig. 209 on pg. 243), i.e.
connects two different spaces unified in the same building, creating "a room in the form of
the Pantheon"#. Multitude of different architectonic designs in the area of public
architecture based on the space within a space concept testifies about the far reach and broad

application of this concept.
CONCLUSION

Design approach in architecture, called space within a space concept, has been
investigated from the aspect of single-family housing, with the indications to the possibility
of its wider application in multi-family housing as well as in other non-residential fields of
architecture. The largest part of the research is based on the analysis (case studies) of
architectural projects (in total twenty individual houses’ designs), which were, based on the
criterion of diversity, chosen as representative ones for the topic. The results of individual
case studies were further put in comparison, which led to synthesis of concept’s main
characteristics and principles, as well as conditions and contextual frames of its use. Based
on the two dominant criterions: the spatial organization of an architectonic composition and
the motive for implementation of the concept and contextual framework, it was made the
classification of the concept, i.e. categorization of its manifestations. Based on the criterion
of the spatial organization of an architectonic composition, seven typological categories of
the space within a space concept were identified, whereby each typological category

corresponds to one certain basic scheme. Variations of the basic schemes in the terms of

functional organization of the architectonic space identified many different options, giving
the conclusion that the concept of space within a space offers varieties. On the other hand,
the diversity of the form is proven by the individuality present in the approaches to the
architectural design in analyzed examples.

As the most frequent characteristics that circulate in the structure of architectonic
space of the composition based on the space within a space concept, have been stood out
following main elements: multi-layered organization of the spatial composition of an
architectonic structure, hierarchical sequence of spatial levels lined in gradation within the
spatial system of the architectonic composition, complex spatial relations, integration of the
architectonic composition in a single entity, definition of strong connections between the
interior and exterior space, interpenetration of spatial domains, in-between space as an
indication of spatial shift, transit space or connecting element between different spatial
domains, as well as flexible organization of space. The presence and frequency of these

elements can vary depending on a concrete situation.

As the general characteristic of the space within a space concept can be pointed out
the increased perception of space, which means that the architecture made in this way
becomes more obvious and that the user of the space is more conscious of it during his
everyday activities. The user notices architecture, experiences it through the dimension,
which does not ignore the term of spaciousness, proving in this way the Christian Norberg-
Schultz’ state that the housing is not only a shelter, roof above the head*?, because the one
identifies himself with the space in which he lives. Architecture follows the lifestyle and is

at the service of the user, not only physically, but also mentally.

Another important characteristic which in a great way influences the concept of space
within a space is the high level of subjectivity and therefore the inability to give exact
definitions. Concept is dependent on personal preferences and perceptions which are
subjective. Therefore the questions asked at the beginning of the research: "When is

appropriate to apply this concept?”, "According to which principles?”, "What are its positive

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and negative sides?", "Is the concept good or bad?" remain without a concrete and definitive
answer. The answer depends on who they are asked by and who they are aked to. Although
it is not possible to answer the questions in general, it is still possible to point out the
situations in which the applicability of the concept is possible, which was considered through
the paper. In this regard, the initial idea to define the program base of the concept that would
be practically used in the organization of housing, due to the dominant subjective factor,
cannot be concretized, but it can be roughly addressed to one of the schemes (A-G)

established in the dissertation.

Although in some cases the concept of space within a space is applied consciously,
as a thoughtful design conception, its occurrence may be associated with constant
experimentation. Architecture, the community of art and science, requires beats, impulses,
as triggers of life, dynamics and creativity. An eternal search for something new, unseen and
innovative, something beyond everyday life, uniformity, established principles, something
that stands out from the crowd, something that is different, unique, something that attracts,
asks for attention and arouses feelings, positive or negative, calls for creativity and opens up
opportunities... Different is, of course, not synonymous for good, but in architecture, as it is
the case in all other disciplines, it is necessary to investigate. The concept of space within a
space, as a kind of experiment, can be considered as a good incentive.

In the end, the recommendations for further research of the topic would go towards
deeper investigation of the space within the space concept in the architecture of multi-family
housing. This would complete the whole issue of the space within the space concept in the
housing architecture, which due to the high volume and complexity of the matter was not
possible to be incorporated in the dissertation. It would be interesting to check whether the
characteristics and principles of the concept established in single-family housing are also
valid in multi-family housing, and whether they can be translated to greater structures and
to what extent, i.e. to find out if the complexity of the form and function affects the concept.
